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PREFACE. 
IN  the  rude  State  of  human  Government,  while  perfonal  Strength  and  Courage 

were  chiefly  held  in  Efteem,  as  Qualities  moft  conducive  to  Honour  and  Secu- 
rity, Men  yielded  with  Reluctance  to  the  Obligation  of  Civil  Institutions,  which 

were  calculated  to  abridge  and  reftrain  their  natural  Rights  and  Prerogatives. 

During  this  early  Dawn  of  Legiflation,  the  unpolifhed  Genius  of  the  People,  is 
vifible  even  in  the  Conftrudtion  of  their  Laws,  which  are,  moft  of  them,  haftily 
drawn  up  without  Order  and  without  Precifion. 

The  antient  Statutes  of  this  Kingdom,  afford  abundant  Examples  of  fuch  Irregu- 

larity and  Inaccuracy ;  being,  moft  of  them,  formed  without*  any\;^ettled  Precedent  ; 
and  feeming,  in  particular  Inftances,  rather  to  be  Provifions  extorted  by  fome  pre- 

dominant Influence,  than  Laws  inftituted  by  the  concurring  Aflent  of  a  regular 
Legislature. 

Some  Degree  of  Order,  however,  beamed  forth  under  the  Reign  of  Edward  I, 
many  Laws  of  that  Time  being  penned  with  a  Brevity  and  Perfpicuity,  which 
might  do  Honour  to  more  enlightened  Days.  But  ftill  the  greater  Part  of  the 
Statutes  even  of  that  Reign,  and  of  thofe  immediately  fucceeding,  are  not  only 
vague  and  unfettled  in  Point  of  Form,  but  are  fometimes  defective  in  Subftance. 
In  many,  there  are  no  Words  expreffing  by  what  Authority  they  were  promul- 

gated ;  and  in  thofe  wherein  the  enacting  Authority  is  declared,  it  is  varioufly 
defcribed.  In  fome  Inftances,  the  Laws  feem  to  iflue  from  the  King  alone  ;  feveral 
Acts  running  in  the  Form  of  Charters  and  Patents.  In  others,  they  feem  to  proceed 
from  the  King  and  Lords  jointly,  without  the  concurring  Aflent  of  the  Commons. 

It  is  obfervable  likewife,  that  Offences  are  fometimes  loofely  and  ambiguoufly 
defcribedj  and,  in  many  Statutes,  no  certain  Penalty  is  inflidted  on  the  Of- 

fender *  ',  whereby  the  Courts  of  Juftice  were  not  only  entrufted  with  a  Latitude  of 
Conftrudtion  refpedting  the  Offence,  but  with  a  dangerous  difcretionary  Power  of 
punifhing  the  Delinquent ;  which  afforded  room  for  Partiality  and  Oppreflion. 

The  Laws  of  thofe  Times  were  likewife  extremely  defective  with  regard  to  civil 
Proceedings,  whereby,  in  many  Inftances,  the  Courts  of  Judicature  were  left  open 
to  Temptations,  and  expofed  to  Menaces  :  And,  even  in  the  Decline  of  the  feudal 
Policy,  they  were  eaflly  corrupted  or  overawed  by  the  Influence  of  the  Crown,  or 

of  fome  potent  Baron  -j-. 

*  Many  of  the  penal  Statutes  only  enact  that  the  Offender  {hall  be  punifhed  at  the  King's  Pleafure ; 
fome,  that  he  mall  make  grievous  Ranibm  to  the  King  ;  And  others  are  merely  prohibitory,  or  admoni- 
tory.

The  Inconveniencies  arifing  from  fuch  an  imperfect  Syftem,  wherein  Power  too 
often  took  place  of  Right,  muft,  in  thofe  Days,  have  been  frequently  and  fa- 

tally experienced,  more  especially  by  the  Commoners,  or  inferior  Orders,  of  the 
State.  Their  Experience  of  thefe  Inconveniencies,  taught  them  to  prize  the  fuperior 
Advantages  of  civil  Institutions ;  and  as  they,  by  Degrees,  were  enabled  to  affert 
their  Independence,  and  to  obtain  that  Share  in  the  Administration  of  Government, 
to  which  they  are  by  Nature  intitled,  we  find  that  the  Legiflature  applied  their  At- 

tention to  the  framing  Of  Laws  with  greater  Precifion  and  Uniformity,  in  order 
more  effectually  to  ascertain  the  Bounds  of  Juftice,  and  compel  lawlefs  Force  to 
Submit  to  the  Civil  Tribunal. 

As  Induftry,  however,  could  make  but  flow  Advances  againft  the  overbearing 
Weight  of  lordly  Power,  the  Commons  were  not,  for  a  long  Time,  in  a  Condi- 

tion to  procure  the  exprefs  Acknowledgment,  much  lefs  to  maintain  the  regular 
Exercife,  of  their  undoubted  Rights  :  And  the  frequent  Struggles  among  the  feveral 
Orders  of  the  Conftitution  were,  in  Part  perhaps,  the  Occalion  of  the  vague  and 
tinfettled  Frame  of  our  Statute  Law,  which,  as  different  Interefts  predominated,  un- 

derwent fuccefllve  Alterations,  both  in  Form  and  Subftance. 

Thefe  Instances  of  Diforder  and  Irregularity,  among  other  CircumStances,  have 
given  life  to  various  Objections  againft  the  Validity  of  feveral  early  Aits,  printed 
in  former  Collections,  and  continued  in  this.  Should  thefe  Objections  ever  pre- 

vail, many  antient  Statutes  muft  be  rejected  as  utterly  invalid ;  and,  to  eftabliSh. 
their  Authority,  is  perhaps  one  of  the  principal  Ends  to  which  an  Editor 
Should  direct  his  Attention.  I  Shall  therefore  endeavour,  in  the  firft  Place,  to  ob- 

viate thefe  Objections ;  which  will  lead  me  briefly  to  explain  the  Method  in  which 

our  antient  Acts  of  Parliament  were  paSTed  *.  I  Shall  then  offer  fqme  Observations 
on  our  Statute  Law  in  general :  And  laflly,  mall  prefent  the  Reader  with  the  Plan 
of  the  prefent  Edition. 

It  is  affirmed  in  feveral  Books  -f-,  that,  if  a  Record  mention  only  that  the  King 
enacts,  and  the  Lords  affent,  without  naming  the  Commons,  that  the  Omiffion 
cannot  be  fnpplied  by  any  Intendment  :  And  upon  this  Principle,  the  8  Hen.  VI. 
c.  29.  hath,  as  Serjeant  Hawkins  obferves,  been  questioned  by  Dyer  J,  and  its  Au- 

thority denied  in  1  Inft.  ||  and  the  8th  Report  4-  Were  this  Principle,  however, 
which,  as  applied  to  the  early  Statutes,  feems  ill  grounded,  to  be  admitted  for  the 

prefent,  yet  its  Force  would  not  invalidate  the  Authority  of  the  Act  in  QueStion.' 

It  is  obfervable,  that,  in  the  old  Statutes,  there  was,  for  the  moft  Part,  a  general 
Preface,  or,  as  fome  call  it,  Prologue,  to  the  feveral  Articles  or  Chapters  enacted 

*  It  feems  to  be  an  indifpenfable  Duty  of  an  Editor,  to  give  fome  Account  of  the  Forms  in  which 

cur  antient  Ac~ts  were  paffed  ;  fince,  without  this  previous  Knowledge,  many  of  them  will  be  very  im- perfectly underftood  ;  fuch  as  Articuti  Cleri,  and  others,  which  do  not  bear  the  Form  of  Statutes.  In 
order  however  to  explain  the  antient  Method  of  paffing  Bills,  we  muft  neceflarily  take  fome  Notice  con- 

cerning the  refpeftive  Influence  of  the  feveral  Orders  of  the  State  at  different  Times  :  An  Inquiry  which 
has  been  greatly  obfeured  by  the  partial  and  interefted  Zeal  of  the  Writers  of  the  laft  Century,  who,  by 
attempting  to  prove  too  much,  have,  on  both  Sides,  fallen  equally  fhort  of  Conviction.  The  Editor 
therefore  has  been  cautious  of  advancing  any  thing  on  this  Subject,  not  warranted  by  the  Evidence  of  the antient  Records.

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in  each  Seflion,  which  were  entered  feriatim  on  the  Roll,  without  a  fingle  Break, 
or  even  any  intervening  Punctuation  :  And  they  all  had  Reference  to  the  Preface, 
which  declared  the  enacting  Authority.  Thus  the  Ait  in  Queftion,  of  the  8  Hen. 
VI.  begins  with  the  following  Preface. 

"  To  the  Laud  and  Honour  of  Almighty  God,  &c.  our  mod:  noble  Chriftian 
"  Lord  Henry,  &c.  by  the  Advice  and  AfTent  of  the  Prelates  and  great  Men  of  his 
"  Realm  of  England,  and  at  the  fpecial  Requeji  and  Assent  of  the  Commons  of 
"  the  faid  Realm  being  in  the  faid  Parliament,  hath  made  certain  Statutes,  &c. 
"  in  the  Form  following." 

Here  we  find  that,  in  this  Preface,  the  Ajfent  of  the  Commons  is  exprefsly  men- 
tioned :  And  therefore  the  Omiflion  in  the  29th  Chapter,  is  to  be  fupplied  by  Re- 

ference, and  there  is  no  Need  of  any  Intendment  *. 

But  admitting  that  their  AfTent  could  not  be  fupplied  by  fuch  Reference,  yet,  if 
fuch  an  Omiflion  fhould  be  deemed  fufficient  to  invalidate  a  Statute,  then  the  Au- 

thority of  the  greater  Part  of  the  early  Acts  may  be  denied  :  For  the  AfTent  of  the 

Commons  is  frequently  omitted,  more  efpecially  in  the  enacting  Claufes  of  the  Sta- 
tutes prior  to  the  Reign  of  Henry  VII.  nay,  fometimes  is  not  even  inferted  in  the 

Preface  -j~. 

Lord  Coke  however  takes  a  Diftindtion  between  a  general  and  a  particular  penning 
of  an  A(t  of  Parliament.  Thus  he  allows  an  A(t  to  be  good  which  runs  in  thefe 

general  Terms  :  "  It  is  enacted  by  Authority  of  Parliament."  Or,  he  likewife  ad- 
mits, that  if  it  be  indited  "  quod  Dominus  Rex  fiatuit,"  yet  if  it  be  entered  in  the 

Parliament-Roll,  and  always  allowed  to  be  an  Act,  it  fhall  be  intended  to  have  been 
by  Authority  of  Parliament.  But,  he  concludes,  "  If  it  be  penned,  that  the  King 
««  enacls  with  the  AfTent  of  the  Lords,  or  with  the  AfTent  of  the  Commons,  it  is 

"  not  an  Act  of  Parliament,  for  the  Record  of  the  Act  exprefling  which  of  them 

**  gave  their  AfTent,  excludeth  all  Intendments  that  any  other  gave  their  AfTent.  J" 

This  Diftindtion  however,  with  due  Deference  to  fuch  great  Authority,  does  not 
feem  to  eftablifh  any  folid  Difference.  For,  the  Legiflature  confiding  of  three  Or- 

ders, where  one  alone,  the  King  for  Inftance,  is  exprefTed,  there  is  the  fame  Ground 
for  excluding  all  Intendment  with  regard  to  the  other  two,  as  there  is  for  the  Ex- 
clufion  of  one,  where  two  only  are  mentioned  :  And  no  valid  Reafon  can  be  given, 
why  the  AfTent  of  one  Order,  fhould  not  be  intended  as  well  as  the  AfTent  of  two, 
Befides,  the  univerfal  Reception  in  Courts  of  Juftice,  feems  to  be  againft  his  Lord- 

fhip's  Pofition  :  For  the  Statute  de  MalefaSloribus  in  Parcis,  where  it  is  faid,  that 
*'  the  King  hath  commanded,   at  the  Inftance  of  his  Nobles,"  hath  always  been. 

*  What  farther  proves  the  Authority  of  the  Ac~t  in  Queftion,  is  its  having  been  referred  to,  and  in 
Part  recited,  as  a  Statute  in  Force,  by  the  Legiflature  itfelf ;  for  in  the  22  H.  8.  c.  10.  defcribing  cer- 

tain Offences,  it  is  thus  exprefly  declared,  "  That  in  the  Inqueft  that  fhall  pafs  between  the  King  and 

"  any  fuch  Party  fhall  be  altogether  of  Engllfnmen"  albeit  that  the  Parry  fo  indicted  pray  Medietatcm  Lin- 
guce,  according  to  the  Statute  of  Anno  8  Henrici  6.  or  any  other  Statute  thereof  made. 

f  Throughout  the  Reign  of  Ed.  1.  the  AfTent  of  the  Commons  is  not  once  exprcjfed  in  any  of  the  en- 
acting Claufes  ;  nor  in  the  Reigns  enfuing,  till  the  9th  of  Ed.  3.  nor  in  any  of  the  enacting  Claufes  of

deemed  a  Statute.  Other  Statutes  likewife,  mentioned  by  Serjeant  Vlaiohns,  fuch 

as  Quia  emptores  terrarum,  which  is  worded  as  "  an  Ordinance  at  the  Inftance  of' 
"  the  great  Men  j"  Articulifuper  chart  as,  which  only  mentions  the- Prelates,  Earls, 
and  Barons  5  and  the  Statute  of  Money,  which  runs  in  the  fame  Form,  have  be'en 
univerfally  received  as  Acts  of  the  whole  Legislature,  though  particularly  penned, 
and  omitting  the  Commons. 

But  the  Doctrine  laid  down  by  Lord  Coke  and  others,  will  appear  the  more  in- 
defenfible,  if  we  take  a  retrofpective  View  of  the  antient  Method  of  paffing  Acts  of 
Parliament,  wherein  we  Shall  find,  that  the  concurring  ASTent  of  the  feveral  Orders 
of  .the  State  was  not  for  fome  time  held  effentially  requisite;  and  that  after  the  Com- 

mons were  rejlored,  as  a  Part  of  the  Legislature,  their  Influence  was  fo  inconside- 
rable, that  it  v/as  many  Years  before  their  Right  of  Afjent  in  particular  was  fully  ac- 

knowledged and  eftabiiShed  in  Practice. 

Concerning  the  antient  Method  of  paffing  Laws,  during  the  Briti/h  and  Saxon 
Times,  we  can  conclude  little  with  Certainty.  The  Briti/lj  Kifrithin,  or  Great 
Council,  feems  to  have  been  rather  an  occafional  and  tumultuary  Meeting,  than  an 

ASTembly  compofed  of  regular  and  diStinct  Orders  *.  With  regard  however  to  the 
Saxon  Constitution,  though  we  cannot  trace  the  Forms  on  which  the  feveral  Orders 
of  the  State  concurred  in  the  Bufinefs  of  Legislation,  yet  we  frequently  find  exprefs 

Mention  of  the  People  in  the  Saxon  Laws-  -f- :  And  it  may,  among  other  Circum- 
stances, be  collected  even  from  the  Nature  and  Deiign  of  the  Folcmote  %,  that  they .    bore 

*  Many  have  undertaken  to  prove  that  the  Commons  were  constituent  Members  of  the  Britijh  Great 
Council.      Of  this  Opinion  is  Lord  Coke,  Pref.  to  9th  Rep. 

1  Petyt  likewife  adopts  the  fame  Notion  on  the  Authority  of  Dion  Coffins,  who  allures  us,  in  the  Life  of 
Severn',  that  apud  Brhannos  Populus  magna  ex  parte  Principatum  tenet.  But  the  Word  Populus  here,  ac- 

cording to  Brady,  can  only  mean  the  great  Men  or  Leaders;  fince  Tacitus  in  the  Life  of  Agricola,  long 
before  the  Time  of  Sevens,  informs  us  that  Britanni  olim  Regibus  parebant,  nunc  per  Principes  failioni- 

bus  &  Studiis  trahuntur. — Brady  however  feems  to  have  rniftaken  the  Senfe  of  this  Paffage,  which  r»e  tranf- 

lates,  or  rather  amplifies  thus.  "  In  Times  paft,  the  Britains  obeyed  their  Kings,  and  lived  under  Mo- 

"  narchy ;  now  they  are  drawn  into  Factions  and  Parties  by  their  Chiefs  and  great  Men."  From  the 
Words  in  Italicks,  which  are  not  to  be  found  in  the  Original,  may  be  inferred,  what  Brady  indeed  fup- 
pofes,  that  the  Britains  no  longer  lived  under  Monarchy,  but  had  degenerated  into  a  Populacy,  or,  as 
he  e.xpreffes  it,  a  Compound  of  Ariftocracy  and  Democracy.  Whereas  the  Fact  is,  that  the  Britains,  at 
that  Time,  lived  under  their  Kings  ;  and  the  Hiflorian,  within  a  few  Pages  of  the  Paffage  cited,.,  fpeaks 
of  King  Cogidnnus  and  Queen  Voadicea.  Brady,  with  fome  others,  feems  to  have  been  betrayed  into 
this  Mi  (confirmation,  by  taking  the  Words  Reglibus  and  Principes  as  oppofed  to  each  other:  Whereas  the 
Oppofition  is  between  the  Words  Parebant  and  FaSiionibus  trahuntur.  See  the  Annotator  on  the  Amfter- 
dam  Edition  of  Tacitus. — It  is  obfervable  that  the  learned  Spelman  has  fallen  into  the  fame  Error:  For, 

after  quoting  the  above  Paffage  from  Tacitus,  he  fays,  "  Fides  in  hifce  Conjiliis  nee  Regis  adejfe  Prefentiam, 

"  nee  Autboritatem."  An  Inference  by  no  Means  deducible  from  the  Words  of  the  Hiftorian.  See  Spelm. 
Gloff.  Voce  Parliamentum. — Some,  who  have  treated  of  this  SubjecT:,  tell  us  that  the  Members  of  the  Bri- 
i'Jh  Councils  were  their  Edlns,  who  were  of  princely  Race  :  Together  with  the  Governors  of  Difhifts 
and  Lords  of  Villages.  Put  this  Inquiry  is  involved  in  fuch  Obfcurity,  that  perhaps  it  is  not  fafe  to  form, 
any  pofitive  Conclufion. 

t  They  arc  exprefsly  named  in  the  Wittanagemot  held  by  Ethehvolf  in  the  Year  855,  when  a  Tenth 
was  given  to  the  Church  by  the  King,  cum  Tbanis,  Baronibus,  &  populo.     They  are  again  exprefsly 
named  in  the  8th  Law  of  Edward  the  Confcffor.     And  in  the  35th  Law,  we  find  the  AJJent  of  the  Peo- 

/'.'••  expreffed  as  follows.     Hoc  enim  fatlum  fuit  per  Ccmmutie  Con/ilium  &  Assensum  omnium  Epifccforum, 
ipum,  Procerum,  Comitum,  &  omnium  Sapientum  Seniorum,  W  Populorum  totius  Regni. 

The  Folcmote  was  of  two  Kinds  ;  the  Folcmote  Comitatus,  or  Sbircmote,  and  the  Folcmote  Civitatis 

vel  Burgi,  that  is,  the  Burgmote.     The  former  was  an  yearly  Affemblyof  the  People  of  all  Ranks,  in  the 
.;  iz  of  an  annual  Parliament,  and  the  Laity  there  took  the  Oath  of  Fealty,  before  the  BiShops :  At thefe 
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bore  no  mco nfl durable  Share  in  the  Adminiftration  of  Government ;  as  many  have, 

with  good  Reafon,  contended  -j-. 

We  may  neverthelefs  venture  to  conclude,  that  the  Authority  of  the  Commons, 
however  conftitutionally  extenfive  in  Point  of  Right  J,  foon  became  ve  ry  inconfi- 
derable  in  Effect.  We  may  indeed  judge  of  the  Weaknefs  of  their  Influence,  by 
attending  to  the  unequal  Balance  of  Property  among  the  Saxons ;  which  is,  perhaps, 
one  of  the  fureft  Rules  to  determine  the  refpeclive  Powers  of  the  different  Orders  of 

the  Conltitution  ||.  And  indeed  it  appears  to  have  been  fofmall,  that  it  is  no  won- 
der 

thefe  yearly  Meetings  lilcewife,  they  confulted  for  the  common  Safety,  about  Peace  and  War,  and  to  pro- 
mote the  Public  Good.     Befides  thefe  annual  Meetings,  if  any  fudden  Contingency  happened,  it  was  the 

Duty  of  the  Aldermen  of  Cities  and  Boroughs  to  ring  the  Bell  called  in  EngUJh  Motbel,  in  order  to  bring  the 
People  together  to  the  Burgmote,  that,  by  their  Common  Council,  they  might   provide  for  the  Security  of 
the    Crown,    and  take   Meafares  to  fupprefs  the  Infolence  of  Malefaclors.     See   the   35  th  Law  of  Edward 
the  Confeflbr. — It  is  probable  that   the  Refolutions  taken  at  thefe  annual  Meetings  were  difcufTed   and 
finally  concluded  at  the  Courts  de  More,  which,  according  to  the  Institution  of  Alfred,   met  at  the  three 
great  Festivals  of  Eajler,  Whitfuntide  and  Chrijlmas.     Thefe  Courts  de  More  were   fometimes   called    the 
Ealra  Wittanagemoi,  or  Meeting  of  all  the  Wifemen.     As  to  the  Wittanagemot,  though  it  was  compofed 

of  the  fame  Orders  in  refpec~t  of  Rank  as  the  Ealra  Wittanagemot,  yet  it  appears  to  have  been  only  an  oc- 
casional AfTembly  of  fome  chofen  Members,  summoned  when  any  Emergency  happened  in  the  Intervals 

of  the  three  great  Festivals. — Sir  Hen.  Spelman,  Voce  Gemote,  faith,    "  that  the  Witianagemote  differed  little 
from  the  Folcmote,  except  that  the  latter  was  annual,  and  for  the  most  Part  summoned  on  certain  Occasions  ; 
whereas  the  former  was  called  at  the  Will  of  the  Prince,  upon  arduous  Contingencies,  and  for  the  Sake 

of  making  Laws."     But  a  great  Part  of  this  Distinction  vanifhes,  fince  we  find  from  the  Law  above-men- 
tioned, that  the  Folcmote  alfo  was  summoned  on   arduous  Contingencies.     Indeed  Sir  Henry  does   not 

feem  to  have  treated  this  SubjecT:  with  his  ufual  Accuracy  and  Perspicuity  :  For  after  having  obferved,  that 
at  the  annual  Folcmotes,  the  People  confulted  about  the  public  Safety,  about  Peace  and  War,  &c.  he 

adds — "  Adhibetur  praterea  Folcmotum  inrepentino  omni  Difcrimine:  Exigents  etiam  necejjitate  fub  Alderman- 

no  (hoc  ejl,  Comite)  cujufibet  Comitatus."     Here  we  find  that  he  erroneoufly  makes  the  Folcmote  on  ex- 
traordinary Occafions,  to  be  fub  Aldermanno  Comitatus;   whereas  it  appears  from  the  Law  above  cited, 

that  it  was  fub  Aldermatmis  in  Civitatibus  &  Bv/ugis.     But  to  enter  into  thefe  Minutiae  of  the  Saxon 
Constitution,  would  require  a  Volume  by  itfelf. 

t  Elfyng,  Petyt,  Hachwell,  Sadler,  Harrington,  Dugdale,  Lombard,  Lord  Cole,  and  others.  Lombard^ 
Lord  Coke,  and  many  others,  rely  on  the  Authority  of  the  old  MSS.  Modus  tenendi  Parliamentum,  which  is 
rejected  as  spurious  by  Selden  and  Prynne.  £5*  There  are  feveral  Copies  of  this  MSS.  Modus,  among  the 
Cottonian  Manufcripts  in  the  Briti/h  Mufaum,  which  materially  differ  from  each  other :  And  though  there 
is  good  Ground  to  fuppofe  that  it  is  not  fo  antient  as  its  Title  imports,  yet  fuppofing  it  to  have  been  made 
even  fo  late  as  the  Time  of  Ediu.  3,  as  Selden  conjectures,  yet  it  may  ferve  to  express  the  Senfe  of  thofe 

Times  with  refpect  to  the  Plights  of  the  Commons,  to  which  they  were  willing  to  add  the  Sanction  of  An- 
tiquity. 

%  Dugdale  and  Lambard  conclude  very  strongly,  that  the  Commons  were  reprefented  among  the  Saxons^ 
and  the  latter  produceth  a  very  cogent  Reafon  in  support  of  this  Opinion.  For,  faith  he,  many  antient 
and  long  fince  decayed  Burroughs  do  fend  BurgelTes  to  Parliament,  though  it  cannot  be  shewn  that  thofe 

Burroughs  have  been  of  any  Reputation  fince  the  Conquest,  much  lefs  that  they  have  obtained  the  Privi- 
lege by  the  Grant  of  any  succeeding  King  :  So,  on  the  contrary,  they  of  antient  Demesne  do  pre- 

fcribe  in  not  fending  Burgeffes  to  the  Parliament;  which  Prefcription  proves  that  there  were  fome  Bur- 

roughs before  the  Conquest,  which  did  fend  Burgeffes.  See  Dugd.  Orig.  Jurid.  and  Lombard's  Arch<zon% 
or  Bifcourfe  on  the  High  Courts  of  Justice.  The  Reader  will  find  the  fame  Arguments  in  Lord  Coke's 
Preface  to  his  9th  Report. — Upon  the  whole,  there  feems  to  be  the  strongest  Reafon  for  concluding  that  the 
People  had  a  Share  in  the  Administration  of  the  Saxon  Government,  though  it  is  not  eafy  to  ascertain  the 
Forms  in  which  they  exercised  their  Rights.  It  is  not  improbable  that  their  Folcmote  answered,  in  fome 
Refpecls,  to  our  Houfe  of  Commons  :  That  their  Ealra  Wittanagemot  bore  Refemblance  to  the  Houfe 
of  Lords  :  And  that  their  Wittanagemot  was  fomewhat  in  the  Nature  of  our  Privy  Council.  But  after 

all  perhaps,  it  is  more  difcreet  to  confefs  our  Ignorance  in  thefe  Points,  than  to  form  uncertain  Conclu- 
fions,  or  hazard  vain  Conjectures. 

||  Under  the  Saxon  Monarchy,  the  Poffeflions  of  the  great  Thanes  were  fo  immenfe,  that  they  were  not 
oniy  called  Reguli,  cr  petty  Kings,  but  in  Eftcdt,  they  exercifed  a  Kind  of  regal  Authority  within    their 

V01.  I.  k>  feveral 
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der  we  find  the  Traces  of  it  for  fome  Time  effaced  by  trie  Revolution  effe&ed  un- 
der William  the  Norman. 

While  the  feodal  Syftem  which  he  introduced,  or  rather,  perhaps,  extended  *, 
was  preferved  in  its  full  Vigour,  we  find  no  exprefs  Mention  of  the  Commons. 

But  the  great  Oppofition  the  fucceeding  Kings  met  with  from  the  enormous  Power 

of  the  Barons,  and  the  Struggles  between  regal  and  ariftocratical  Tyranny,  occa- 

iioned  the  Decline  of  that  Syftem  ;  and,  with  other  concurring  Circumftances-L,  gra- 
dually made  Way  for  the  Reftoration  of  the  Commons  into  the  Great  Council. 

As  the  greater  Baronies  efcheated,  they  were,  in  order  to  leffen  the  Influence  of  the 

Nobility,  portioned  out  into  leffer  Tenures,  in  Capite  -f ;  and  thefe  Tenants  were 

called  the  LeJJ'er  Barons  ;  who  had  a  Right  of  attending  the  Parliament.  Their 
Number,  according  to  Gilbert,  was  at  one  Time  three  thoufand :  Their  Attendance 
confequently  becoming  inconvenient,  if  not  impoffible,  two  Knights  were  at  length 
fummoned  from  each  County,   in  the  Room  of  thefe  LefTer  Barons. 

The  firft  Summons  of  thefe  Knights,  extant  on  Record,  is  the  49th  of  Hen- 
ry III.  J  And  it  doth  not  appear  that  the  Citizens  and  BurgefTes,  who  were,  at 

that  time,  the  true  Commons  of  the  Realm,  were  regularly  fummoned  at  this  Time. 
All  we  find  is,  that  the  Cities  of  York  and  Lincoln,  and  other  Boroughs  of  England, 
were  written  to,  and  required  to  fend  two  of  the  molt  difcreet  Men,  &c. 

The  firfr.  regular  Summons  we  meet  with,  directed  to  the  Sheriff",  for  the  Election 
of  Citizens  and  BurgefTes,  is  in  the  23d  of  Edward  I.  ||.     The  Commons  had  by this 

feveral  Jurifdictions.  The  Saxon  Policy  likewife  contributed  to  increafe  and  confirm  the  ariftocra- 
tical Power.  For,  if  a  Clown  obtained  a  certain  Portion  of  Land,  that  is,  five  Hides,  he  became 

a  Thane ;  if  a  Merchant  crofled  the  Sea  thrice  on  his  own  Account,  he  rofe  to  the  fame  Honour. 

And  if  a  Thane  improved  his  Eftate  to  the  Amount  of  an  Earldom,  then  he  became  an  Earl.  Though 
Inftances  of  fuch  Advancement  might  not  probably  be  very  frequent,  yet,  it  is  eafy  to  conceive,  that,  un- 

der a  Government,  where  a  certain  Portion  of  Property  alone,  ftamped  the  Rank  of  Nobility  on  the  Pof- 
felTor,  the  Influence  of  the  BurgefTes  or  Commons  muft  be  extremely  low.  The  fame  Law,  which  gave 
Encouragement  to  Trade,  proved  injurious  to  Liberty,  by  its  Tendency  to  increafe  the  Power  of  the 
Ariftocracy.

4.  The  Frauds  and  Impofitions  in  collecting  the  Scutages  and  other  feodal  Revenues,  was  perhaps  among 
the  Caufes  of  reftoring  the  Commons,  in  order  to  procure  their  Aflent  to  fuch  Taxes  as  were  propofed  to 
be  levied  on  them.

%  It  is  well  obferved  by  Brady,  that  it  does  not  appear  by  the  Writ,  whether  the  Sheriffs,  or  the  Coun-

6.  the  Prelates,  Earls,  Barons  and  Great  Men  by 
fhcmfelvcs,  bf  les  Chivalers  des  Counter  b'  Gentz  du  Commune  par  Eux  Mcfmcs,  Sic.  £2?"  It  may not  be  improper,  however,  to  obferve  of  Brady,  that  though  he  difcovers  great  Learning  and  Acutenefs, 
yet  he  evidently  wrote  with  the  illiberal  View  of  fcrving  a  Party,  rather  than  of  inveftigating  Truth. 
As  an  Author,  therefore,  he  ought  to  be  read  with  Caution  :  And  as  a  Man,  capable  of  proftituting  his 
Talents  to  explain  away  the  Rights  of  the  People,  he  ought  to  be  remembered  with  Concern. 

i|  This,  however,  was  more  properly  the  Revival,  than  the  Commencement  of  their  Right.  Indeed 
there  arc  the  flrongefl  prefumptive  Proofs,  that  the  Commons  were  a  Part  of  the  Parliament  foon  after  the Conquer!  j 
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this  Time  obtained  fome  Share  of  Influence  :  But  fuch  was  the  little  Regard  paid 

to  their  Rights,  that  their  Affent  -f  was  not,  for  a  long  Time  after,  held  effential 
to  the  enacting  of  Laws.  -   , 

-     Even  the  Barons  themfelves  were,  for  fome  Time,    confidered  merely  as  Coun- 
fellors,  and,  afpiring  alfo  to  the  Honours  of  the  Chace,  with  the  romantic  Glory  of 
Chivalry,  they  were  glad  to  be  relieved  from  the  fpeculative  Bufinefs  of  Legiflation, 
which  they  willingly  committed  to  the  King  and  his  Judges  \. 

But  as  greater  Refinement  took  Place,  they  not  only  afferted  their  Right  of 
Affent  to  Acts  of  Legiflation,  but,  while  their  Influence  was  predominant,  they,  in 
fact,  bid  open  Defiance  to  the  Crown. 

The  Commons  feem  at  firft,  among  other  Reafons,  to  have  been  oppofed  as  a 
Counterbalance  to  their  exorbitant  Power  :  And  they  naturally  adhered  to  the  So- 

vereign, from  Averfion  to  the  Barons,  who  were  no  lefs  their  Qppreffors,  than  Op- 
ponents to  the  Crown  ||. 

Conqueft ;  or  at  leaft  very  early  in  the  E.eign  of  Hen.  3.  For  the  25th  of  Ed.  1.  which  confirms  Magna 
Charta,  fays,  that  it  was  made  by  the  common  Affent  of  all  the  Realm.  And  the  15th  of  Ed.  3.  fpeaks 
more  ftrongly,  that  Magna  Charta  was  made  par  le  Roy,  fes  Piers,  y  la  Communalte  de  la  Terre:  And  the 

Judgment  of  thofe  early  Times  is  more  to  be  regarded  than  the  partial  Conftrudlion  of  modern  Interpre- 
ters. Moreover,  though  the  Summons  of  the  49  H.  3.  is  the  firft  on  Record,  which  comes  near  to  the 

Form  fo  long  in  Ufe,  yet  there  are  Inftruments  on  Record  long  before  this  Time,  from  whence  it  may 

be  inferred  that  the  Commons  were  called  to  the  Great  Council,  as  appears  from  Whit i.ock.'e's  Notes  on  the 
King's  Writ  for  chufing  of  Me?nbcrs  of  Parliament;  a  MSS.  the  Property  of  Dr.  Moreton,  who  favoured 
the  Editor  with  the  Perufal  of  it.  ̂   Brady,  however,  with  his  ufual  Subtlety,  would  perfuade  us,  that  the 
Word  Communalty  antiently  meant  the  Barons  only,  and  Tenants  in  Capke,  or  military  Men  :  But  though 
he  has  cited  fome  Inftances  where  the  Word  maybe  fo  underftood,  yet,  in  the  14  Ed.  3.  Stat.  2.  the  Words 
Communalty  and  Commons  are  exprefsly  ufed  as  fynonymous  Terms  :  And  there  are  fuch  innumerable  Inftan- 

ces in  the  antient  Records  where  the  Words  Communitas  and  Cotmnunaute  are  defcriptive  of  the  Commons  only, 
that  no  unprejudiced  Writer  could  overlook  or  fupprefs  them.  But  Brady,  who  refts  his  Arguments  on  mere 
verbal  Niceties,  would  farther  perfuade  us  that  the  Words  Proceres,  Nobiles,  Optimates,  Magnates,  &c.  con- 
ftantly  denote  the  Barons  or  Noblemen  ;  whereas,  however  they  maybe  fo  taken  in  a  claffical  Senfe,  yet,  in 
the  antient  Records,  they  are  often  applied  to  diftinguifh  the  chief  of  the  Commoners,  that  is,  the  reprefen- 
tative  Body ;  as  in  the  Stat,  de  Afportatis  Religioforum,  35  Ed.  1. — pojl  deliberationem,  13c.  cum  Comitibus, 
Baronibus,  Proceribus  et  aliis  Nobilibus,  ac  Communltatibus  Regni,  where  the  Words  Pro- 
ceribus,  Nobilibus,  ac  Communitatibus,  muft  be  defcriptive  of  the  Knights,  Citizens,  and  BurgefTes.  And 
of  this  Opinion  is  Lord  Coke,  2  Inft.  583.  Nay,  it  would  not  be  difficult  to  produce  many  Records,  where 
the  Word  Barones,  notwithstanding  Brady  ridicules  the  Notion,  was  antiently  applied  to  denote  the  Com- 

mons, and  particularly  the  Burgeffes.     Whitlocke's  MSS.  above  cited. 

f  That  their  Affent  was  a  Matter  of  Right,  however  it  might  be  overruled  by  the  arbitrary  Practices  of 

early  Times,  may  be  inferred  from  the  Words  of  the  Writ  of  Summons,  which  are  ad  audiendum  &  fa- 
ciendum &  consentiendum.  It  is  obfervable  that  the  Summons  to  the  Bifhops  and  Barons  was  de  ar- 

duis  Negotiis  Regni  irattaturi  &  Confilium  impenfuri.  Yet  there  are  many  Inftances  on  Record  which  prove 
that  the  Commons  alfo  were  confuted  about  important  Affairs  of  State,  fuch  as  Peace  and  War,  &c.  For 
which  fee  Cotton.  Pojthum. 

X  We  find  in  the  Statute  Code,  fome  Traces  of  this  Prerogative  exercifed  by  the  King.  The  Sta- 
tute of  Gavelet,  10  Ed.

is  farther  evident  from  the  Mirroir  despfujlices,  the  Author  of  which  complains,  "  that  Ordinances  are  only 
"  made  by  the  King  and  his  Clerks,  and  by  Aliens  and  others,  who  dare  not  contradict  the  King,  but  ftudy 

"  to  pleafe  him.     Whence,"  he  concludes,  "  Laws  are  oftener  dilated  by  Will,  than  founded  on  Right." 

||  If  we  confider  the  Influence  the  King  had  in  Demefne  Towns,  he  might  as  well  have  been  abfolute 
with  a  Parliament  as  without;  and  the  Parliament  at  firft,  fo  far  as  it  coniifted  of  Commoners,  was  in- 

tended as  a  Support  to  Prerogative. 
b  2  The 
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The  Commons  were  for  a"  long  Time,  neverthelefs,  fo  far  from  being  eonfidered 
as  effential  Branches  of  the  Legiilature,  that  even  after  they  were  unqueftionably 
reftored  to  Parliament,  yet  we  find  that  they  were  not  constantly  and  regularly  fum- 
moned  as  a  diftinct  Order,  the  Sheriffs  omitting  them  at  Pleafure  * ;  and  the  King 
fometimes,  in  the  Writ  of  Summons,  exprefsly  naming  the  Reprefentatives  which 

the  Sheriffs  were  to  return  -j*. 

Their  Attendance  was,  for  a  long  Time,  deemed  a  Burthen  both  to  Reprefenta- 
tives and  Constituents  -,  %  and  though  after  Election  the  Members  gave  Security 

for  their  Attendance,  yet  it  is  common  to  find  the  Parliament  adjourned,  becaufe 
many  of  the  Commons  were  not  come,  nor  the  Writs  returned  ||. 

In  moil  of  the  antient  Statutes,  they  are  not  fo  much  as  named  :  And  in  feveral, 
even  where  they  are  mentioned,  they  are  diftinguifhed  as  Petitioners  merely,  the 

AJJ'ent  of  the  Lords,  being  expreifed  in  Contradistinction  to  the  Requejl  §  of  the Commons. 

One  of  the  principal  Caufes,  however,  of  their  being  fummoned,  which  was  to 
procure  their  Confent  to  the  levying  of  Taxes,  naturally  contributed  to  extend 
and  enlarge  their  Influence ;  for,  after  they  had  granted  Supplies  to  the  King,  in 
which  they  were  fometimes  emuloufly  and  oftentatioufly  liberal,  they  reafonably 
expected  fome  Return  for  their  Liberality.  Accordingly,  after  having  provided 

for  the  King's  Neceffities,  they  took  Occafion  to  prefent  Petitions  for  the  Redrefs 
of  Grievances ;  from  which  Petitions,  mod  of  our  early  Statutes  are  framed  4- 
This  Method  of  framing  the  Acts,  feems  to  have  taken  rife  from  near  the  Beginning 
of  the  Reign  of  Ed.  III.  For,  till  then,  the  Acts  were  drawn  up  in  the  Form  of  a 

Law,  in  the  firft  Inftance  ;  but,  from  that  Time,  the  Petition,  with  the  King's  An- 
fwer,  was  entered  on  the  Parliament  Rolls,  and  from  them,  by  Advice  of  the 

Judges,  and  others  of  the  King's  Council,  the  Act  was  framed,  and  for  the  rrmji 
part  entered  in  a  Roll  called  the  Statute  Roll,  and  the  Tenor  thereof  affixed  to 
Proclamation  Writs,  directed  to  the  feveral  Sheriffs  to  proclaim  it  as  a  Law  in  their 

refpective  Counties  *. 

Many  Acts,  however,  though  undoubtedly  valid,  were  not  entered  on  the  Sta- 
tute Roll :  For  if  the  Bill  did  not  demand  Novel  Ley,  that  is,  if  the  Provision  re-

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quired  would  ftand  with  the  Laws  in  Force,  and  did  not  tend  to  change  or  alter 
any  Statute  then  in  being,  in  fuch  Cafe  the  Law  was  compleat  by  the  Royal  Af- 
fent  on  the  Parliament  Roll,  without  any  Entry  on  the  Statute  Roll :  And  fuch 
Bills  were  ufually  termed  Ordinances,  being  fuch  as  might  at  any  Time  be  amend- 

ed by  the  Parliament  without  any  Statute;  whereas  one  Statute  could  not  be  altered 
but  by  another  :  And  this  DiftincTion  is  clearly  expreffed  in  the  Rolls  here-under 

cited  -j-. 

When  the  Commons  had  obtained  Anfwers  to  their  Petitions  J,  fuch  as  were 
granted  were  framed  into  Acls,  and  frequently  palled,  without  their  Concurrence 
or  Infpeclion  ||.  And  their  Affent,  though  an  undoubted  Right,  was  fo  far  from 
being  indifputably  eflablifhed  in  Practice,  that  we  find  it  difputed  in  the  moft  efien- 
tial  Points,  and  arbitrarily  over-ruled  during  the  Reigns  of  Edward  III.  and  Ri- 
chard  II.  §.

"  King,  by  the  Affent  of  the  Lords,  made  Anfwer  that  Laws  and  Procefs  heretofore  ufed  could  not  be 

"  changed,  without  making  new  Statutes."  But  after  all,  it  muft  be  confeffed  that  whatever  the  Right 
was,  yet  fo  irregular  was  the  Pradice,  that  a  great  Number  of  printed  A£ts,  as  Prynne  obferves,  refute 
this  Diftinftion.  In  fhort,  A£ts  are,  by  the  Legiflature,  frequently  called  Ordinances ;  and  Ordinances 

again  are  as  frequently  ftiled  A£ts  of  Parliament  or  Statutes  :  And  fometimes  the  Words  Aft  and  Ordi- 
nance are  coupled  together.  Therefore  perhaps  the  only  Difference,  if  any,  between  them  is,  that  Bills 

entered  with  the  Royal  Affent  on  the  Parliament  Roll,  were  called  Ordinances,  and  when  entered  on  the 
Statute  Roll,  were  ftiled  Statutes.  In  fhort,  however  they  may  be  verbally  diftinguifhed,  their  Operation 
was  the  fame.

Neverthelefs  the  Commons,  in  the  Reign  ofRic/j.  II.  had  gained  a  very  confider- 
able  Afcendancy ;  for,  in  the  firft  Year  of  the  fucceeding  King,  they  even  attempt- 

ed to  mare  with  the  Lords  in  their  judicial  Capacity  :  But  the  Archbifhop  of  Can- 

terbury, by  the  King's  Command,  told  them,  that  "  they  were  only  Petitioners ; 
"  and  that  all  Judgments  appertain  to  the  King  and  to  the  Lords,  unless  it  were 

'"  in  Statutes,  Grants,  Subfidies,  or  fuch  like;  the  which  Order  the  King 
"  would  have  from  that  Time  to  be  obferved." 

By  this  concluding  Exception,  we  find  the  legislative  Right  of  the  Commons 
exprefsly  acknowledged  in  Terms,  yet  it  was  ftill  fo  little  regarded  in  Practice,  that 
it  was  again  invaded  the  very  next  Year  :  And  the  2d  of  Hen.  IV.  c .  1 5.  was  paffed, 

though  the  Commons  never  affented  to  it,  but,  on  the  contrary,  difavowed  it  -J-. 
The  Force  of  that  Act,  neverthelefs,  was  felt  till  the  Reigns  of  Hen.  Vill.  and 
Ed.  VI.  Nay,  afterwards,  in  Mary  sJTime,  till  its  final  Repeal  in  the  Reign  of 
Queen  Elizabeth.  Inftances  of  this  Kind  probably  gave  Birth  to  the  Petition  in  the 

8  of  Hen.  IV.  when  "  it  was  enacted,  at  the  Requeft  of  the  Commons,  that  cer- 
*'  tain  of  the  Commons  Houfe  fhould  be  prefent  at  the  engrailing  of  the  Parliament 
"  Roll  %." 

But,  notwithstanding  thefe  Securities,  A£ts  ftill  continued  to  be  patted  without 
the  Commons  Affent ;  and  they  were,  from  Time  to  Time,  compelled  to  renew 
their  Claim  of  Right  in  this  Behalf,  which  they  did  in  2  Hen.  V.  in  the  following 
ftrong  Terms. 

"  Oure  Soverain,  your  humble  and  trewe  Leiges  that  ben  come  for  the  Comens 
"  of  your  Lond,  by  feeckyn  onto  your  rigt  Wiffeneffe.     Tha  foo  as  hit  hath  evere 
"  be  thair  Libertie  and  Freedom,  that  thair  mould  be  no  Statut  no  Lawe  be  made 
"  of  lane  than  they  yaf  thereto  thair  Affent,  confideringe  that  the  Coe  ||  of  your 
"  Lond,  the  whiche  that  is,  and  evere  hath  be  a  Membre  of  your  Parlement,  ben 

"  as  well  Ajj'entors  as  Peticioners  :  That  fro  this  Tyme  foreward,  by  Compleynte 
"  of  the  Comens  of  any  Mifchief,  axhinge  Remedie  by  Mouthe  of  their  Speker 
te  for  the  Comens,  other  elfe   by  Peticion   writen,    that  ther  nevere   be  no  Lawe 
"  made  thereuppon  and  engrofed  as  Statut  and  Lawe,  nother  by  Addicions,  nother 
"  by  Dimunucions,   by  no  Maner  of  Terme  ne  Termes,    the  whiche  that  fholde 

'"  chaunge  the  Sentence  and  the  Intente  axhed  by  the  Speaker  Mouthe,  or  the  Pe- 
"  ticions  bifore  faid,  yeven  up  yn  Wrytyng,  by  the  Manere  forfaid,   withoute  Af- 
"  lent  of  the  forefaid  Comens,  confyderinge  oure  Soverain  Lord,   that  it  is  not  in 
"  no  wyfe  the  Entente  of  oure  Comens,  gif  hit  be  fo  that  they  axhe  you  by  fpe- 
"  kyng  or  by  writyng  too  Thynges  or  three,  or  as  manye  as  theym  luft,  but  that 

only.  Maddox  M.  S.  No.  12.  Tit.  Pari. — As  a  Proof  that  A£ts  were  often  paffed  without  their  Con- 
currence or  Affent,  we  find  in  6  Rich.  2.  an  Act,  made  in  the  laft  Parliament,  revoked,  and  the  Caufe  af- 

figned  is,  becaufe  the  faid  Statute  was  never  affented  to,  nor  granted  -by  the  Commons.  It  is  obfervable, 
neverthelefs,  that  the  A£t  of  the  6th  Rich.  2.  was  never  printed,  as  Lord  Coke  affures  us,  and  the  Statute 

of  the  5th,  though  faffed  •without  the  Ajfcnt  of  the  Commons,  was,  as  it  is  faid,  put  in  Execution,  and 
continued  in  Force  till  it  was  repealed  by  1  Ed.  6.  c.  12.  and  1  Eliz.  c.  1.  Sec  Rot.  Pari.  6  R.  2.  nu.  52. 

And  fee  Cotton's  Abr.  p.  354.  where  there  are  feveral  Inftances  of  Acls  paffed  without  the  Affent  of  the Commons.

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«e  evere  it  fionde  yn  the  Fredom  of  your  high  Regalie,  to  graunte  which  of  thoo 

"  that  you  lufte,  and  to  wernne  *  the  Remanent." 

To  this  the  King  gave  the  following  Anfwer.  "  The  Kyng,  of  his  Grace  efpe- 
P  cial,  graunteth  yat  fro  hensforth  nothing  be  enacted  to  the  Peticions  of  his  Com- 
«'  mune,  yat  be  contrarie  of  hir  afkyng,  wharby  they  fhuld  be  bounde  without  thair 

"  Aff'ent,  favyng  alwey  to  our  Leige  Lord  his  reall  Prerogatif,  to  graunte  and  de- 
"  nye  what  him  luft  of  their  Peticions  and  afkynges  aforefaid  ■f." 

Before  this  Petition,  it  was  ufual,  upon  entering  the  Bill  on  the  Statute  Roll, 
to  make  Additions,  Diminutions  and  Alterations  J,  whereby  the  Act  was  made  to 
vary  materially  from  the  Subftance  of  the  Commons  Petitions,  and  fometimes  framed 
directly  contrary  to  their  Senfe  and  Meaning.  Several  Instances  of  this  Kind  occur 
on  the  Rolls ;  but  it  will  be  fufficient  to  mention  one,  which  is  extremely  remark- 

able, viz.  the  36  Ed.  III.  Jiat.  1.  c.  15.  providing  that  all  Pleas  fhall  be  pleaded  in 
the  Englif.i  Tongue,  which  is  the  Purport  of  the  Petition  on  the  Parliament  Roll; 

but  on  the  Statute  Pvoll,  we  find  thefe  Words  added—"  And  that  they  be  entered  and 
"  inrolled  in  Latin''  &c.  which  Words  are  not  on  the  Parliament  Roll  ||. 

Neverthelefs  this  Bill  of  the  2  Hen.  V.  did  not  wholly  remove  the  Evil ;  for 
many  Inconveniencies  ftill  arofe,  from  the  Method  of  extracting  and  drawing  up  the 
Statute,  from  the  Petition  and  Anfwer  on  the  Parliament  Roll.  To  remedy  which, 
about  the  End  of  Hen.  VI.  and  the  Beginning  of  Ed.  IV.  the  Practice  was  intro- 

duced, or  rather  revived,  of  reducing  the  Petitions,  even  in  the  firfh  Inftance,  into 

the  full  and  compieat  Form  of  Acts  of  ;arliament,  which  were  commonly  entered 
in  this  Form — Item  ̂ ucsdam  Petitio  exhibita  fuit  in  hoc  Parliajnento  Formam  ASius 
infe  continens  §. 

This  Form  prevailed  many  Years,  but  the  Title  at  length  was  difufed,  the  Me- 
thod, in  other  Refpects,  ftill  continuing  the  fame  as  it  is  at  prefent,  the  Bill  being 

drawn  up,  in  the  firft  Inftance,  in  the  Form  of  an  Act,  and  brought  to  the  Sove- 
reign for  his  Affent. 

The  Power  of  the  Commons,  however,  in  thefe  and  the  fucceeding  Reigns,  was 
daily  increafing ;  and  the  civil  Wars  between  the  Houfes  of  Tork  and  Lancajler, 
contributed  to  extend  their  Influence.  For  Competitions  of  this  Nature,  however 
fatal  to  Individuals,  never  fail  of  adding  Weight  to  the  Body  of  the  People  4-     In 

all

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*U  contefted  Tides,  they  are  courted  by  each  Party,  and  whoever  prevails,  is  directed 

by  Policy  to  have  his  Title  recognized  by  them,  and  to  fecure  the  Continuance  of 

their  Favour  and  Support,  by  fome  Enlargement  or  Confirmation  of  their  Privileges. 
Add  to  this,  that  the  Power  of  the  Nobility  beginning  to  decline,  they  were  glad 

to  gain  the  Commons  to  their  Party,  which  farther  extended  the  Influence  of  the 
reprefentative  Body. 

During  thefe  Contefts,  however,  when  civil  Rights  were  fo  far  from  being  efta- 
blifhed,  that  the  primitive  Rights  of  Juftice  and  Humanity  were  daily  violated,  the 

Buiinefs  of  Legiflation  was  varioufly  and  irregularly  conducted,  both  in  Form  and 
Subilance.  And  there  feems  to  have  been  no  fettled  Precedent  for  penning  the 

ena&ino-  Claufes  *,  till  the  13th  of  Charles  II.  Jiat.  2.  c.  2.  when  the  Form  now 
in  Ufe  firft  took  Place. 

Our  Judgment,  however,  with  regard  to  the  antient  Acts,  ought  to  be  guided  by 
the  Pratlice  of  thofe  Times ;  and  it  would,  with  Submiffion,  be  very  unreafonable 

to  deny  the  Validity  of  any  of  the  antient  Statutes,  upon  the  Principle  laid  down  in 
the  Books ;  that  is,  becaule  the  AfTent  of  the  Commons  is  not  exprefied  j  fince  it  is 

evident,  that  their  AfTent,  after  it  was  allowed  in  Terms,  was  often  over-ruled  in 
Practice  :  That  where  we  may  fafely  prefume  their  AfTent  was  given,  it  frequently 
was  not  exprefed  in  the  Act :  And  that  there  was  not  any  fettled  Form  of  declaring 
the  Concurrence  of  the  feveral  Eftates  of  the  Kingdom. 

T  remains  now,  in  farther  Support  of  the  early  Statutes,  to  take  Notice  of  fome 
more  extenfive  Objections,  which  are  not  levelled  againft  the  Authority  of  any  par- 

ticular Act,  but  are  calculated  to  overthrow  the  Statutes  in  general  of  feveral  whole 
Reigns.  Of  this  Nature  are  the  Principles  maintained  by  the  anonymous  Author  of  a 

Treatife,  intitled,  "  The  hereditary  Right  to  the  Crown  of  E?tgland  afferted,"  who  hath 
boldly  objected  to  all  the  Laws  paired  during  the  Reigns  of  thofe  Kings,  whom  he 
friles  Kings  defaSlo,  on  pretence  that  they  are  voidable :  And  as  an  Inflance  that 
they  loft  their  Force  for  want  of  Confirmation,  he  hath  cited  10  Hen.  VI.  which 
Ed.  IV.  refufed  to  confirm. 

This  ftrange  Reafoning  has  been  contraverted  by  Mr.  Cay  -\;  but  as  that  Gentle- 
man, in  the  Courfe  of  his  Animadverfions,  has  advanced  fome  Principles  which  are 

at 

contradict  the  concurring  Teftimony  of  Hiftorians.  Stephen,  in  order  to  fecure  his  tottering  Throne, 
granted  a  Charter,  bywhich  he  endeavoured  to  conciliate  the  Favour  of  all  Orders.  To  the  Clergy,  he 

undertook  to  fupply  all  vacant  Benefices — To  the  Nobility,  that  they  fhould  not  be  profecuted  for  hunt- 
ing in  the  Forefts — And  to  the  People,  that  he  would  remit  the  Tax  of  Danegelt,  and  refrore  the  Laws 

of  King  Edward.  Henry  4.  likewife  was  obliged  to  court  Popularity  ;  and  the  Commons,  during  his 
Reign,  exercifed  very  large,  and,  till  then,  unufual  Powers  :  The  Particulars  of  which  may  be  feen  in 
Cottons  Abridgement.     And  Prynne,  in  a  Note  upon  the  Abridgement,  takes  notice,  that  the  Commons 

?oung  Speaker  [Sir  John  Tiptoft]  took  more  upon  him,  at  this  Time,  than  .ever  Speaker  did  before  him. 
t  is  true,  when  thefe  Candidates  for  Royalty  are  well  fettled  in  their  Thrones,  they  then  apply  themfelves 

to  abridge  and  refcind  their  Grants,  and  to  lower  that  Power  which  has  exalted  their  own :  For  to  preferve 

the  Liberties  of  a  Nation,  is  a  fpecies  of  Magnanimity,  to  which  moft  Heroes  are  unhappily  Strangers. 

This  loofe  Method  of  penning  the  enai.ing  Claufes  prevailed  even  in  the  Reigns  of  Elizabeth,  'James, 
and  Charles  the  Firft.  See  13  Eliz.  c.  20.  18  Eliz.  c.  11.  3  Jac.  c.  16.  7  Jac,  c.  6.  16  Car.  1. 
c.  10.  with  many  others  of  the  like  Form.

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at  Ieaft  contravertible,  it  may  not  be  improper  to  re-confider  the  Subject,  and   to 
endeavour,  at  leaft,  to  throw  fome  additional  Light  on  thofe  difputable  Points. 

In  Anfwer  to  the  Inftance  of  the  10  of  Hen.  VI.  cited  in  the  Treatife  above  men- 

tioned, Mr.  Cay  argues  as  follows : 

"  There  does  appear,"  faith  he,  "  upon  the  Parliament  Roll  of  the  10  Hen.  VI. 
"  a  Petition   and  Anfwer  for  the  Purpofe  of  the  Payment  of  the  Judges  Wages, 
"  which  I  fuppofe  the  learned  Author  would  infift  was  the  Act  of  Parliament  that 
"  was  refufed  to  be  confirmed.      But  it  will  be  hard  to   draw  any   Inference  of 

"  Weight'from  hence :  It  is  plain,  that  antiently  Acts  of  Parliament  had  not  the 
"  Royal  AfTent  compleat,  till  they  had  it  under  the  Great  Seal.     The  King's  An- 
"  fwer  in   Parliament  was  a  full  Warrant  to  the  Lord  Chancellor,  to  draw  it  up 
"  upon  the  Statute  Roll,  and  put  the  Great  Seal  to  it ;  but  till  that  was  done,  it  had 
"  itot  (a?itientlyj  the  Force  of  a  Law  to  bind  the  People.     Many  Bills  are   entered 
"  on  the  Parliament  Roll,  with  the  Anfwers  to  them,  but  with  a  RefpeSiuatur.  alfo  : 
"  And  I  think  none  of  thefe  are  reputed  to  have  the  Force  of  a  Law.     DiJJimulavimus 
"  jicut  opportuit,  &  dictum  pretenfum  Statutum  Sigillari  permifimus  ilia  vice,   are  the 
"  Words  of  King  Ed.  III.  v$  Ed.  III.  Stat.  2.     See  alfo  4  Hen.  IV.  c.  13.  and  25 
"  Hen.  VIII.  c.  20.  §  2. ;    and  Mayn.  Ed.  II.  fol  265.     Now  this  ASl  of  10  Hen. 
"  VI.  Stat.  2.  never  was  drawn  up  into  a  Statute,  nor  fealed  as  fuch,  but  has  a 
"  RefpeBuatur  entered  againft  it ;    fo  that  if  King  Henry  had  continued  in  Poffef- 
"  lion  of  the  Crown,  this  Act  would  have  flood  in  Need  of  a  re-enacting  Force, 

"  even  in  his  Reign,  as  well  as  in  the  Reign  of  Ed.  IV."     So  far  Mr.  Cay. 

Now  mould  we  admit  the  general  Doctrine  here  endeavoured  to  be  eftablifhed, 
it  would  tend  to  invalidate  the  Force  of  fome  old  Statutes,  which  have,  by  great 
Authorities,  been  deemed  unqueflionably  binding.  If  we  confult  the  Parliament 
Rolls,  whereon  the  Petitions  of  the  Commons  are  entered  with  the  Kings  An- 

fwers, we  fhall  find,  that,  to  Petitions  of  a  public  Nature,  the  King's  AfTent  is  en- 
tered in  thefe  Words,  Le  Roy  le  voet.  By  fuch  Anfwer,  the  Royal  AfTent  was 

compleatly  given,  and  the  Bill  acquired  the  Force  of  a  Law,  before  it  pafTed  the 
Great  Seal,  and  was  entered  on  the  Statute  Roll.  If  the  Diftinction  may  be  al- 

lowed, we  might  fay  that  the  Parliament  Roll  contained  the  Subftance,  and  the  Sta- 
tute Roll,  the  Form  of  the  Law.  When  entered  on  the  latter,  the  Tenor  of  it, 

as  hath  been  obferved,  was  affixed  to  Proclamation  Writs,  which  were  directed  to 

the  feveral  Sheriffs,  commanding  them  to  proclaim  the  Act  as  a  Law  in  their  re- 
fpective  Counties  :  But  the  Act,  efpecially  if  it  did  not  require  Novel  Ley,  as  above 
explained,  was  in  all  Refpects  valid,  before  fuch  Entry  and  Proclamation ;  in  the 
fame  Manner  as  an  Act  at  this  Day,  after  the  Royal  AfTent  given,  is  a  compleat 
Law,  before  it  is  printed  :  For  Printing  comes  in  Lieu  of  the  antient  Promulgation 
by  the  Sheriff,  And  fuch  Method  of  Proclamation  heretofore  ufed,  was,  as  Lord 

Chief  Juftice  Holt  *  obferves,  but  a  mere  Act  of  Grace.  If  an  Offence,  therefore, 
had  been  committed  againft  an  Act  of  Parliament,  before  Proclamation,  the  Of- 

fender had  been  at  the  King's  Mercy,  and  he  could  not  have  pleaded  Ignorance  of 
the  Law  :    For  this  manifeft  Reafon — Becaufe  all  Perfons  are  bound  to  take  notice 

moryof  that  very  able  Editor,  and  worthy  Man,,  to  whofe  Labours  he  acknowkdgethhimfelf  greatly  in- 
debted.

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of  Acts  of  Parliament,  they  being  fuppofed  to  be  prefent  at  the  enacting  of  them, 

either  in  Perfon,  or  by  their  Reprefentatives  -f. 

The  Point,  however,  concerning  the  Validity  of  an  Act,  extant  on  the  Parlia- 
ment Roll  only,  and  not  entered  on  the  Statute  Roll,  was  very  amply  difcuifed  at 

the  Trial  of  the  Earl  of  Macclesfield  %.  On  that  Occafion,  the  1 1  Hen.  IV.  which 
was  entered  on  the  Parliament  Roll  only,  was  produced,  and  ftrongly  infifted  on  by 
the  Council  againft  his  Lordfhip,  in  their  Reply.  Serjeant  Pengelly,  in  particular, 
maintained  that  the  Parliament  Roll  was  the  Original,  as  being  the  Warrant  for 
the  Statute  Roll,  and  therefore  of  greater  Authority.  In  which  Principle  he  was, 
in  Subftance,  afterwards  fupported  by  Mr.  Weft. 

After  much  Litigation  on  this  Head,  a  Queftion  was  propofed  by  Mr.  Onflow, 
which  decided  the  Matter  in  Controverfy.  The  Queftion  was,  Whether  the  Kings 

AJJ'ent  was  not  entered  on  the  Parliament  Roll  F  To  which  Mr.  Holmes,  the  Keeper 
of  the  Tower  Records,  and  the  Perfon  then  giving  Evidence,  anfwered, — That  it 

was  entered,  in  thefe  Words, — "  Le  Roy  le  voet ;"  which  manifestly  proved  that  the 
Royal  Aflent  was  compleat,  and  that  the  Ad:  under  Confideration  had  the  full 
Force  of  a  Law. 

Upon  this  Occafion,  the  Point  concerning  the  RefpeBuatur  alfo  came  under  De- 
bate :  For  the  Earl,  among  other  Objections  to  the  1 1  Hen.  IV.  would  have  infer- 

red its  Invalidity,  from  the  Circumftance  of  its  being  entered  with  a  ReJpecJuatur  per 
Dominitm  Principem  &  Concilium.  But  this  Objection  did  not  prevail,  and  it  was 
infifted  that  the  Refpite  given  by  thefe  Words,  did  not  deftroy  its  Operation  ||. 

Concerning  the  Authorities  cited  by  Mr.  Cay,  it  is  to  be  obferved,  that  with  re- 
fpect  to  the  25  of  Hen.  VIII.  c.  20.  though  it  is  a  Confirmation  of  the  23  Hen.  VIII. 
concerning  Reftraints  of  Payments  of  Annates,  &c.  yet  this  Confirmation  was  made

"Notice  of  that  which  is  done  in  Parliament;  for,  as  foon  as  the  Parliament  hath  concluded  any  Thing, 
the  Law  intends  that  every  Perfon  hath  Notice  thereof ;  for  the  Parliament  reprefents  the  Body  of  the 
whole  Realm,  and  therefore  it  is  not  requihte  that  any  Proclamation  be  made,  feeing  the  Statute  took  Ef-

would  in  Fact  defeat  the  Purpofe  of  the  Legiflaturc,  and  amount  to  a  di'fpenfing  Power. — Bifhop Nicholfon 
likewife  fpeaks  of  the  Entry  of  this  Refpeiiuatur,  as  one  of  the  Prince's  Frolicks.  SseNicholfin's  Historical Libraries.

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in  Pursuance  of  a  Power  Jpecial/y  given  by  a  Claufe  in  the  faid  Act,  of  the  23d,  en- 
abling the  King,  within  a  limited  Time,  to  declare,  by  his  Letters  Patent,  whe- 

ther it  mould  take  Effect  as  an  Act,  or  not*. 

As  to  the  Words  of  Ed.  III.  Difjimidavimus,  &c.  they  ought  to  be  buried  in 
Oblivion  ;  and  in  Truth  it  is  manifeft,  from  the  foregoing  Obfervations,  that  no 
conclufive  Argument  can  be  deduced  from  this  Confeffion,   £0  inglorious  to  Majefty. 

Concerning  the  4  of  Hen.  4.  c.  13.  which  confirmeth  the  1,  18,  and  25  of 
Ed.  III.  nothing  can  be  inferred  from  thence,  that  thofe  Statutes  had  not  the  Force 
of  a  Law,  before  their  Confirmation  :  For  it  is  well  known,  that,  according  to  the 

fimple  Policy  of  antient  Times,  when  Laws  were  not  duly  obferved,  they  could  de- 
vife  no  better  Expedient  of  enforcing  them,  than  by  re-enacting  them  with  Claufes 
of  Confirmation.  But  fuch  Confirmations  are  no  Evidence  that  the  Acts,  till  then, 
had  not  the  Force  of  a  Law.  The  Great  Charter  hath  been  confirmed  more  than 

thirty  Times,  yet  no  one  will  infer  from  thence,  that  it  was  not  a  compleat  Act  in 
the  firil  IniTance.  In  Truth,  the  Confirmation  of  an  Act  did  not  add  to  its  legal  Ef- 

ficacy, but,  by  bringing  it  more  recently  to  Memory,  under  the  Authority  of  the 

Legiflature,  was  thought  to  make  the  Dread  of  Non-Obfervance  the  greater. 

In  the  Year-Book  of  Mayn.  Ed.  II.  itmuflbe  confeffed  that  an  Objection  is  there 
made  to  the  Expofitions  of  the  Statute  of  Gloucefter,  becaufe  they  were  not  under  the 
Great  Seal.  But  this  appears  to  have  been  an  Objection  obiter,  and  nothing  was 
determined  on  that  Point.  If  any  Determination,  however,  had  been  made,  re- 
fpecting  its  Invalidity,  yet,  it  would  not  have  fufficient  Weight  fo  overthrow  fubfe- 
quent  Authorities. 

With  regard,  however,  to  the  principal  Queftion  arifing  on  this  Act  of  10  H.  VL 
the  Premiffes  on  which  the  Author  of  the  Treatife  above  named  refteth  his  Ar- 

gument, do  not  warrant  his  Conclufions.  The  Denial  of  Confirmation,  faith 
he,  was  equivalent  to  annulling  or  declaring  it  void.  But  this  Inference  by  no 

Means  follows.  For  an  Act  once  valid,  -j-  can  only  be  made  void,  by  an  exprefs 
Repeal :  And  a  bare  Refufal  of  Confirmation,  only  leaves  the  Act  in  the  State  where- 

in it  flood  before. 

*  The  Reafon  of  giving  this  Power,  was  that  the  Operation  of  the  Aft  might  be  fufpended,  in  order 
to  afford  Opportunity  of  inducing  the  Pope,  by  perfuafive  Means,  to  redrefs  the  Grievance  of  thofe  Ex- 

actions :  And  it  appears  by  the  Preamble  to  the  Aft  of  the  25th,  that  the  Pope  had  been  actually  made  ac-

f  It  is  obfervable  that  this  Writer  does  not  attempt  to  impeach  the  Validity  of  this  Aft  on  any  other 
Principle,  than  the  Defect,  as  he  conceives  it,  of  the  Sovereign  Title  :  And  to  this  it  may  be  objefted, 
that  the  very  Diftinftion  itfelf  of  a  King  de  Fafto  and  de  Jure,  is  nugatory  ;  for  every  King  in  the  aftual- 
Adrr.iniftration  of  Government,  whofe  Authority  is  recognized  by  the  other  Branches  of  the  Legiflature, 
is  a  King  de  Jure.  A  parliamentary  Settlement,  doth  unqueftionably  give  as  firm  a  Title  to  Sovereignty, 
as  any  hereditary  Succeflion  whatever  :  And  the  flavilh  Arguments  urged  by  the  Advocates  of  hereditary 
Succeffion,  tend  to  preclude  Men  from  their  natural  zi\i  unalienable.  Right  of  Refinance  againfl  Tyranny, 
and  Oppreflkm.

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'AVING  thus  endeavoured  to  obviate  the  Objections  which  have  been  made  to 
the  Validity  of  feveral  Acts  printed  in  former  Collections,  and  continued  in  this, 

it  may  be  proper  to  take  Notice  of  a  Complaint,  frequently  made  concerning  the 
vaft  Multiplicity  of  our  Statute  Laws,  which  has  been  deemed  the  Occalion  of  fuch 
Confufion  and  Perplexity,  that  a  Propofal  to  reduce  their  Bulk,  was  long  fince  re- 

commended to  the  Parliament  from  the  Throne  itfelf  -f-,  at  a  Time  when  the  Sta- 
tute Laws  of  this  Kingdom,  were  not  an  Eighth  Part  fo  voluminous  as  they  are  at 

prefent. 

It  hath  been  obferved  j:,  that  in  early  Times  former  Laws  were  confidered  no 
longer  in  Force,  than  as  they  were  preferved  in  the  laft  Publication ;  and  by  this 
Means,  it  is  faid,  the  Laws  were  kept  within  narrower  Bounds,  until  they  were 
greatly  enlarged,  both  in  Number  and  artificial  Conftruction,  by  King  Edward  I.  ||. 

This  Method,  it  may  be  allowed,  was  well  adapted  to  prevent  the  Statute  Code 
from  fwelling  to  an  inconvenient  Size ;  but  it  may  be  worth  while  to  conlider, 
whether,  had  this  Practice  been  continued,  it  might  not,  in  fome  Refpects,  have 
proved  of  Prejudice  to  Pofterity. 

If,  upon  the  Promulgation  of  a  new  Law,  all  former  Laws  thereby  fuperfeded, 
had  been  configned  to  Oblivion,  how  many  curious  and  ufeful  Pieces  of  Antiquity 
would  have  been  loft ;  and  how  many  Lights  to  Jurifprudence  would  have  been  ut- 

terly extinquifhed  !  If  all  the  Laws  which  have  been  altered  or  repealed  by  fubfe- 
quent  Acts,  or  which,  being  grown  old  by  the  Introduction  of  new  Habits  and 
Cuftoms,  do  not  agree  with  the  prejent  State  of  the  Times,  were  to  be  left  out  of  our 
Statute  Books,  how  greatly  would  Pofterity  be  at  a  Lofs  to  account  for  feveral  Insti- 

tutions, which  are  only  to  be  explained  by  Reference  to  thofe  venerable  Relicts  of 
Antiquity ! 

It  may  be*a  Queftion  therefore,  whether  an  Attempt  to  contract  the  Bulk  of  our 
Statute  Code  by  fuch  Expedients,  might  not  prove  an  Innovation  more  dangerous 
than  ufeful ;  there  being  many  repealed  and  obfolete  Acts,  which  though  they  do 
not  govern,  are   yet  very  proper   to  guide ;    as  they  frequently  contain  Matter  of 

■f  King  James  I.  in  one  of  his  Speeches  to  Parliament,  exprefleth  himfelf  in  the  following  Terms. 
"  There  be  in  the  Common  Law  divers  contrary  Reports  and  Precedents ;  and  this  Corruption  doth  like-. 
"  wife  concern  the  Statutes  and  Afts  of  Parliament,  in  refpect  that  there  are  divers  crofs  and  cuffino-  Sta- 

"  tutes,  and  fome  fo  penned,  as  they  may  be  taken  in  divers,  yea,  contrary  Senfes  :  And  therefore  would 
"  I  wifh  both  thofe  Statutes  and  Reports,  as  well  In  the  Parliament  as  Common  Law,  to  be  once  ma-

"  of  our  Books,  which,  under  a  tyrannous  or  avaritious  King,  could  not  be  endured;  and  this  Reforma- 

"  tion  might,  mcthinks,  be  made  a  worthy  Work,  and  well  deferves  a  Parliament  to  be  fat  of  Purpofe  for 
"  it."  See  Lord  Coke's  Remarks  on  this  Speech,  in  his  Pref.  to  4  Report. — ^  The  fame  Propofal  was 
made  in  a  Speech  by  Six, Francis  Bacon,  Lord  Keeper  in  Queen  Elizabeth's  Time — And  again,  in  an  Ad- 
drefs  to  the  long  Parliament.

The  narrow  Bounds  of  the  Statutes,  in  thofe  early  Times,  were  not  perhaps  altogether  owino-  to  the 
Means  here  fpoken  of,  but  to  the  low  State  of  Trade  and  Commerce,  and  the  little  Attention  paid  to  the 
Rights  of  public  Liberty. 

curious 
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curious  Learning,    and  may  often  ferve   the  Purpofe  of  hiftorical  Proof  and  II- 
luflration. 

It  is  indeed  to  be  lamented,  that  our  Penal 'Laws  are  fo  numerous ;  but  perhaps 
this  is  an  Inconvenience  unavoidably  reful ting  from  the  wideband  extenfive  Con- 

cerns of  a  commercial  Kingdom.  Though  a  State  confined  within  a  narrow  Sphere 
of  Action,  may  be  very  vicious,  yet  the  Modes  of  Vice  will  not  there  be  greatly 
diverfified  :  Offences  will  multiply,  as  the  Purfuits  and  Occupations  of  Mankind 
grow  more  various  and  diffufive  :  And  in  a  Kingdom  fo  jealous  of  its  Liberty,  as  to 
leave  as  little  as  poffible  to  difcretionary  Power,  every  Offence  muft  be  precifely  de- 

fcribed  -,  therefore  it  is  well  obferved  by  Montefquieu,  that  the  Multiplicity  of  our 
Laws  is  a  Price  we  pay  for  our  Freedom  *. 

On  this  Occafion,  however,  it  may  not  be  improper  to  obferve,  that  our  Statute 
Laws,  with  refpect  to  criminal  Offences,  feem  to  breathe  too  much  the  Spirit  of 

Draco's ;  all  Degrees  of  Offence  being  confounded,  and  all  Proportion  of  Punifh- 
ment  deflxoyed  :  Whence  many  Delinquents  are,  with  cruel  Precipitancy,  hurried 
out  of  the  World  for  flight  Tranfgreflions,  who,  by  prudent  and  adequate  Correc- 

tion, might  be  made  ufeful  to  themfelves  and  to  Society. 

Men  bewildered  in  the  Maze  of  Stoic  Sophiftry,  may  revolt  againfr.  the  ob- 
vious Principles  of  Nature,  and  contend  for  the  Neceflity  of  commutative  Juflice  : 

But  Reafon  evidently  declares,  that  Punifhments  mould,  as  nearly  as  poflible,  bear 
Proportion  to  the  Offences  committed  :  And  though  this  Rule  cannot,  in  fome 
Cafes,  be  ftrictly  adhered  to,  yet  it  ought,  in  general,  to  be  the  guiding  Principle.

Experience  fufficiently  evinces,  that  extraordinary  Severity  has  never  produced 
any  tailing  Effect.  It  has  indeed  been  fometimes  found  to  check  the  Evil  for 
a  Time,  but  then,  as  Montefquieu  obferves,  it  has  returned  with  the  fame  Violence 
as  before.  To  render  the  intended  Effects  permanent,  the  Laws  fhould  be  adapted 
to  the  Genius  of  the  People,  and  the  Nature  of  the  Conftitution  :  And  it  would  be 
a  Talk  well  worthy  the  Wifdom  of  the  Legiflature,  fo  to  model  them  that  they 
may  better  anfwer  the  true  Ends  of  Government,  which  are  to  prevent,  rather 

than  to  punifh  Crimes  -f-. 

*  They  who  exclaim  againft  the  Multiplicity  of  our  Laws,  are  fond  of  quoting  the  Paffage  in  Tacitus, 
where  he  fays,  CorruptiJJima  Refpublica,  plurima  Leges ;  but  they  fhould  confider  that  the  Hiftorian  does 
not  throw  this  out  as  a  general  Reflection,  but  as  applicable  to  the  particular  Circumftances  of  .Row?  during 
the  licentious  Authority  of  the  Tribunes ;  when,  in  Contravention  to  the  Laws  of  the  twelve  Tables, 
particular  and  partial  Laws  were  made  by  the  Influence  of  private  Men  :  The  twelve  Tables  provided  that 
no  Laws  fhould  be  made  by  private  Perfons,  and  that  no  capital  Punifhments  fhould  be  adjudged,  but  at 
the  Comitia  Ccnturiata.  The  frequent  Revolutions  however  among  the  Romans,  rendered  thefe  Provifions 
ineffectual  ;  for  whenever  the  lawlefs  Attempts  of  an  ambitious  Leader  prevailed,  the  Ufurper  inftantly 
commenced  Legiflator :  And  confequently  in  this  corrupt  State  of  the  Commonwealth,  the  Laws,  as  Ta- 

citus obferveth,  were  very  numerous.     See  Cicero  pro  Sextio — And  Id.  pro  Dorno  fua. 

f  Perhaps  it  might  be  fliewn,  that  the  prefent  unequal  Syftem  of  our  Criminal  Laws,  is  not  calculated 
even  to  anfwer  the  End  of  deterring  Offenders :  But  this  would  open  into  a  Field  of  Argument,  too  wide 
to  find  Place  here,  and  may  well  demand  a  Treatife  of  itfelf.

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Perhaps  many  other  Amendments  might  likewife  be  made  by  legiflative  Autho- 

rity :  And  many  Irregularities  in  the  Frame  of  our  Statutes  might  be  correct- 

ed without  any  Hazard  of  Inconvenience.  Several  Laws  enlarged,  explained,  con- 
tinued or  revived  by  fubfequent  Statutes,  might  be  reduced  into  one  Act  f  :  And 

where  various  Matters,  in  no  wife  relative  to  each  other,  are  comprized  in  the 

fame  Statute,  they  might  be  digefted  and  claffed  under  their  proper  Heads. 

N  the  present  Edition,  fome  Attempts  have  been  made,   which  may,    per- 
haps, in  no  fmall  Degree,  obviate  the  abovementioned  Inconveniencies,  reunit- 

ing from  the  confufed  and  irregular  State  of  our  Statute  Law. 

With  a  View  to  this  End,  great  Care  has  been  taken  to  correct  the  Errors,  and 

fupply  the  Defects  in  former  Collections,  by  rectifying  many  mifbaken  and  imperfect 
References  J,  and  by  fpecifying  the  Operation  of  the  Acts  referred  to ;  that  is,  by 
difUnguifhing  whether  they  repeal,  enforce,  explain,  amend,  continue,  or  revive 
the  Act  under  Coniideration.  Moreover,  where  the  Statute  referred  to  contains 

Matter  relative  to  Subjects  of  different  Natures,  the  Reader  is  directed  to  the  very 
Section  which  regards  the  Object  of  his  Inquiry  :  And  for  the  Sake  of  greater  Ac- 

curacy, particular  Attention  hath  been  paid  to  place  the  Adt  referred  to,  where  it 
hath  been  found  practicable,  directly  oppofite  to  the  Claufe  affected  by  the  Refe- 

rence. Many  thoufand  new  References  likewife  are  added  in  this  Edition,  which, 
are  brought  down  to  the  prefent  Time,  in  a  progreffive  Chain  ;  and  alio  traced  up- 

wards in  Chronological  Order,  by  which  Means  the  Reader  will  have  the  Statute 
Law  relative  to  the  Subject  of  his  Purfuit,  under  his  immediate  Inflection  ||. 

Such  a  connected  View  will  obviate  the  Fatigue  and  Difficulty  of  tedious  and  in- 
tricate Searches.  By  this  ready  Method  of  comparing  fubfequent  Statutes  with  thofe 

preceding,  the  Reader  may  fee  how  the  Law  flood  at  fucceffive  Periods,  may  per- 
ceive wherein  it  was  ineffectual,  and,  by  attending  to  the  progreffive  Alterations 

and  Amendments  which  have  been  made,  he  will  be  more  eafily  led  to  the  true 
Meaning  and  Defign.of  the  Acts  under  his  Confideration. 

It  is  to  this  End  likewife  that  many  Statutes,  though  obfolete  or  expired,  are,  in, 
this  Edition,  inferted  at  length,  in  their  proper  Order  of  Time,  which  are  only 
abridged  in  the  later  Editions.  Of  this  Kind  are  the  ift  of  Rich.  III.  c.  i.  concern- 

ing Acts  of  Cejlai que  ufe;  the  34  and  35  Hen.  VIIL  reflecting  Bankrupts;  and  alfo' 
the  39  Eliz.  c.  3.  relative  to  the  Poor  Laws,  with  feveral  others  which  feem  to  be 
of  Ufe  to  give  the  Reader  a  connective  Idea  of  the  fucceffive  Provifions  of  Law  on 
thefe  material  Heads.  By  having  the  Statute  at  large  before  him,  he  has  the  Be- 

nefit of  the  Preamble,  which,  as  Lord  Coke  obferves,  is  a  good  Guide  to  difcover 
the  Meaning  of  the  Act,  or  rather  a  Key  which  opens  to  the  Knowledge  of  it : 
and  it  is  a  Rule  of  Law,  that  the  Preamble  mufl  be  taken  for  Truth.  The  Pre- 

amble generally  fets  forth  the  Mifchief  intended  to  be  remedied,  and,  by  having  the

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Chain  of  Acts  under  his  Eye,  the  Reader  may  perceive  how  the  Remedy  operated, 
and  how  it  was  counteracted,  by  which  Means  he  will  be  better  able  to  judge  of 
the  full  End  and  Scope  of  the  Legiflature,  with  refpect  to  the  Subject  of  his  Inquiry. 
It  has  been  thought  proper  likewife  to  infert  at  length,  in  its  proper  Order,  the  Act 

of  the  13  Eliz.  for  making  the  River  Lee  navigable ;  as  alfo  the  12  Geo.  II.  for  im- 
proving its  Navigation,  a  great  deal  of  Property  being  fecured  and  governed  by 

thofe  Acts. 

In  this  Volume  neverthelefs,  the  Reader  will  obferve,  that,  of  fome  antient  Statutes, 

which  are  printed  at  length  in  the  laft  Edition,  the  prefent  Editor  hath  inferted  the 
Titles  only,  referring  to  the  Appendix  or  additional  Volume,  where  the  Statute  will 

be  given  at  large.  As  the  Acts  thus  referred  to,  contain  Matter  moftly  of  Curio- 
fity,  which  can  be  of  Service  only  to  the  learned  Refearchers  into  Antiquity,  it 
was  judged  proper  to  referve  them  for  the  Appendix,  in  order  to  relieve  thofe  who 
read  folely  with  a  View  to  Information  in  the  practical  Part  of  the  Profeffion,  from 
the  Incumbrance  of  antiquated  Materials,  totally  ufelefs  with  relation  to  their  Pur- 
fuits.  Such  therefore  may,  either  take  or  leave  the  additional  Volume,  as  their  In- 

clination mail  direct  them. 

Concerning  the  Statutes  in  general  which  are  repealed,  obfolete,  or  expired,  they 
will  be  carefully  diftinguifhed  by  particular  Marks  ;  feveral  obfolete  Terms  likewife 

will  be  explained  :  And  as  many  repealed  and  obfolete  *  Acts,  as  hath  been  obferved, 
contain  Matter  of  curious  Information,  and  frequently  ferve  to  explain  and  illuftrate 
obfcure  and  difficult  PafTages  in  Hiftory  ;  therefore  all  fuch  as  appear  moft  ufeful  in 
thefe  Refpects,  will  be  printed  in  the  Appendix ;  except  they  are  in  their  Nature 
connected  with  fome  material  Head  of  Inquiry,  fuch  as  the  Act  of  Cejiui  que  ufe, 
1  R.  III.  c.  1.  and  others  above  mentioned,  in  which  Cafe,  they  will  be  inferted  in 

their  proper  Order  of  Time. 

With  refpect  to  the  Turnpike  Acts,  the  Plan  purfued  in  former  Editions  will  be 
followed  in  this.  With  regard  to  the  Land-tax  Ads,  a  different  Method  will  be 
obferved  :  For,  in  former  Editions,  even  of  the  firft  Act  of  this  Kind,  the  Title 

only  is  printed,  though  it  governs  the  fubfequent  Acts,  and  though  AffefTments  are1 
made  from  it.  But  in  the  prefent  Edition,  the  firft  Act  will  be  given  at  large,  and 
of  the  fubfequent  Statutes  of  the  fame  Kind,  Abftra&s  only  will  be  made ;  except 
where  any  Claufe  occurs,  which  varieth  in  Subftance  from  the  prior  Acts :  In  which 
Cafe,  fuch  Claufe  will  be  inferted  at  length.  The  fame  Flan  will  be  purfued  with 

refpect  to  the  Malt-Tax,  and  other  annual,  Acts. 

*  The  Words.  Repealed  and  Obfolete-zre  often  confounded,  and  indifcriminately  ufed.  But  an  Aft  re- 
pealed, feems  to  imply  a  Statute  which  has  loft  its  Force,  by  virtue  of  a  fubfequent  Aft,  which  direflly 

orders  its  Effect  to  ceafe,  over  that  Subject  upon  which  it  was  made  to  operate,  leaving  the  Subject  itfelf 
ftill  in  being  :  Whereas  what  is  ufually,  and  perhaps  improperly,  called  an  obfolete  Aft,  is  that  which  lofes 
its  EfFeft  confequentially,  by  the  Annihilation  of  the  Subjeft  itfelf,  on  which  alone  its  Power  could  operate. 
Of  this  Kind  are  all  the  Afts  concerning  feodal  Tenures,  they  being  rendered  obfolete  by  12  Car.  2.  which 
abolifhes  the  Tenures  themfelves.  The  fame  may  be  faid  of  the  Statutes  concerning  religious  Houfes, 
in  like  Manner  rendered  obfolete  by  31  Hen.  8.  for  the  Diffolution  of  Monafteries,  &c.  In  thefe  In- 
ftances,  the  Statutes  of  Charles  the  Second,  and  Henry  the  Eighth,  do  not  formally  repeal  the  Feodal  and 
Monaftic  Laws,  but  render  them  obfolete  by  deffroying  the  Subjects  themfelves,  over  which  alone  their 

Force  could  extend.  Where  the  Subjeft  is  deifroyed,  the  Adjunct  drops  of  Courfe.  It  may  be  proper  to 
obferve,  however,  that  though  the  Editor  has  retained  the  Word  Obfolete,  which  has  been  ufed  in  all  for- 

mer Editions,  yet  he  apprehends  that  it  would  be  more  accurate  to  fay  that  thefe  Laws  were  Superfeded-i 
fince  no  Law,  in  our  Conifitution,  can  be  properly, termed  Obfolete.

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With  regard  to  the  Order  of  Time  in  which  the  Acts  are  printed,  the  Editor 
hath  adhered  to  the  Plan  of  former  Editions,  though  perhaps,  in  many  Inftances, 

the  Years  of  the  King's  Reigns  are  not  rightly  {tiled.  The  Statute  de  Confpirato- 

ribus,  for  Example,  is  printed  not  only  in  Serjeant  Hawkins?,  and  Mr.  Cay's,  but 
in  all  the  old  Editions  *,  as  the  3  1  Ed.  I.  Neverthelefs  it  hath  been  faid,  by  great 
Authorities,  to  have  been  made  in  the  21ft  -j-.  Many  Statutes  likewife  palled  in  a 
Sefiions  which  began  one  Year,  and  continued  to  another,  are  {tiled  Acts  of  both 
Years,  which  in  Strictnefs  perhaps  fhould  have  been  {tiled  Acts  of  the  firft  Year 

only.  All  Statutes  refer  to  the  firft  Day  of  the  Seffion,  unlefs  it  is  otherwife  pro- 
vided by  the  Act  J.  Upon  this  Principle,  it  hath  been  held  by  the  Court,  with  refpect 

to  the  22  and  23  Car.  II.  c.  20.  that  the  printed  Statute  is  falfe,  and  that  it  was 
an  Act  of  the -2 2d  Car.  II.  For  though  the  Seffion  extended  into  both  Years,  jet 
it  commenced  the  24th  OSiober,  2  2d  Car.  II.  confequently  was  an  Act  of  that  Year  §. 
The  Editor,  however,  has  rather  chofen  to  adhere  to  the  Stile  which  has  been  fo 

long  in  Ufe,  that  it  may  be  deemed  communis  error,  than  take  upon  himfelf  the 
Charge  of  rectifying  fuch  Inaccuracies. 

In  a  Collection  of  this  Extent  and  Importance,  an  enlarged,  perfpicuous  and  cor- 
rect Table,  is  one  of  the  moft  efiential  Requifites  ;  therefore  the  Editor  propofes 

to  make  a  new  Table  or  Index,  alphabetically  arranged.  In  this  Table,  which  will 
be  annexed  to  the  End  of  the  Vlllth  Volume,  many  general  Heads,  omitted  in  for- 

mer Editions,  will  be  fupplied  :  Many  particular  Articles  likewife  will  be  added, 
which  are  not  taken  Notice  of,  under  the  general  Heads  inferted  in  prior  Editions ; 
and  Endeavours  will  be  ufed  to  arrange  the  whole  with  fuch  Order  and  Perlpicuity, 
that  the  Reader  may  be  enabled  to  find  all  the  Laws  at  one  View,  on  whatever 
Subject  he  may  have  Occafion  to  turn  his  Attention. 

Here  it  may  not  be  improper  to  take  Notice,  that  many  Statutes  printed  in  former 
Editions,  and  continued  in  this,  have  been  held,  by  Writers  of  great  Name,  not  to 
be  of  Record.  Of  thefe,  the  Reader  will  find  a  long  Lift  in  Cokes  4  Inft.  c.  1. 

Lord  Hale's  Hift.  of  the  Common  Law,  and  the  Table  to  Cottons  Abridgment. 
Moft  of  them  however  have,  by  the  Diligence  of  later  Inquirers,  been  found  to 
be  upon  Record. 

With  refpect  to  thofe  mentioned  by  Lord  Coke\\,  Prynne  obferves,  that  all  of  them,

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excepting  the  nrft  concerning  the  Judges  Oath,  though  not  to  be  found  on  the  Par- 
liament Rolls  of  the  refpective  Kings,  are  yet  to  be  feen  at  large  on  the  Statute  Rolls 

of  thefe  Years :  And  indeed  they  are  all,  except  the  Judges  Oath,  printed  in  Mr. 

Cay's  Edition,  Ex  Rot.  in  Turr.  Lond.  Concerning  the  Judges  Oath,  Pryhne  re- 
marks farther,  that  it  was  not  printed  in  but  before  the  Parliament :  And  from  feve- 

ral  fubfequent  Statutes,  which  take  Notice  of  this  Oath,  he  prefumes,  not  without 
Reafon,  that  k  was  of  Record,  though  not  now  to  be  found. 

As  to  the  Acts  mentioned  by  Lord  Hale,  his  Lordfhip  faith,  with  his  ufuat 
Candour  and  Caution,  that  they  are  not  of  Record,  that  he  knows  of:  And,  from 

the  Note  underneath  -f-,  the  Reader  will  perceive,  that  the  learned  Judge  had  good 
Reafon  to  fpeak  with  Diffidence.  Neverthelefs,  as  his  Lordfhip  and  others  have 
obferved,  it  is  no  Impeachment  of  the  Validity  of  an  antient  Statute,  that  it  is  not 
to  be  found  upon  Record  :  And  it  has  been  held,  that  nul  tiel  Record  cannot  be 
pleaded  to  the  Allegation  of  any  fuch  Statute  :  For  an  Act  of  Parliament  made 
within  Time  of  Memory,  lofeth  not  its  Force,  becaufe  not  extant  on  Record  : 
Since,  of  general  Acts  of  Parliament,  the  Courts  of  Common  Law  are  bound  to  take 
notice  without  pleading  of  them  ;  and  fuch  Acts  fhall  never  be  put  to  be  tried  by  the 
Record,  upon  an  liTue  of  nul  tiel  Record,  but  they  fhall  be  tried  by  the  Court,  who 
are  to  ufe,  for  their  Information,  antient  Copies,  Tranfcripts,  Books,  Pleadings, 
and  Memorials :  For,  if  the  Authority  of  a  public  Statute,  could  not  be  maintained 

without  the  Original  Record,  it  would  be  in  the  Power  of  any  one,  who  could  de- 
flroy  fuch  Record,  in  Effect  to  repeal  the  Statute  itfelf.  Therefore  fuch  Defects, 
are  falved  by  traditional  and  universal  Reception. 

As  there  are  fome  Statutes  however  in  Print,  which  are  not  to  be  found  upon 
Record,  fo  there  are  feveral  upon  Record,  which  have  never  yet  been  printed. 
Lord  Coke  has  enumerated  many  of  this  Kind  J,   but  the  Reader  will  meet  with

PREFACE. 

feveral  in  the  Appendix  to  this  Edition,  not  taken  Notice  of  by  his  Lordfhip,  or  to 

the  Editor's  Knowlege,  by  any  other  Perfon  whatever  5  of  which  fome  contain  Mat- 
ter of  great  Ufe,  as  well  as  Curioiity. 

It  now  remains  to  fay  fomething  with  regard  to  the  Tranflation.  It  has  been  ob- 
ferved  by  Mr.  Serjeant  Hawkins,  that  the  old  Tranflation  hath  obtained  a  kind  of 

prefcriptive  Authority  :  And,  he  adds,  that  it  is  eafy  for  the  Reader  to  correct  the 

Miftakes  in  it,  by  the  Help  of  the  Original.  But,  with  Deference  to  the  Serjeant's 
Sentiment  in  this  Refpect,  it  mull  be  obferved,  that  the  Tranflation  is  intended  for 
the  Benefit  of  thofe  who  are  not  qualified  to  refort  to  the  Original ;  therefore  the 
Editor  hath  ventured  to  correct  fuch  Miftakes  as  were  mod  obvious  in  the  old 
Tranflation,  and  hath  endeavoured  throughout  to  make  it  more  conformable  to 

the  Original.  In  the  early  Statutes,  the  Errors  of  the  Verfion  are  exceedingly  nu- 
merous, more  particularly  in  the  Statute  de  Officio  Coronatoris .  In  many  others 

likewife,  the  Reader  will  perceive  frequent,  and  very  material  Miftakes.  Never- 
thelefs,  as  it  might  juftly  be  deemed  Prefumption  to  alter  the  old  Tranflation, 
which,  by  long  Ufe,  hath  acquired  a  kind  of  prefcriptive  Authority,  it  hath  been 
judged  proper  to  leave  the  Text,  as  it  ftands  in  former  Editions,  and  to  infert  the 
propofed  Amendment  in  the  Margin,  whereby  the  learned  Reader  will  be  able  to 
determine  for  himfelf,  and  may  either  adopt  or  reject  the  Marginal  Alteration,  as 
his  better  Judgment  fhall  direct  him. 

The  Editor  hath  obferved  the  fame  Method  throughout ;  having  every  where 
left  the  Text,  as  it  is  printed  in  the  laft  Edition,  and  inferted  in  the  Margin  fuch 
Alterations  and  Additions  as  he  hath  thought  proper  to  make,  which  are  diftin- 
guifhed  by  an  Italick  Type.  He  rather  chofe  to  adopt  this  Plan,  that  the  Errors 
and  Inaccuracies,  which  may  have  efcaped  from  his  Pen,  may  be  more  open  to  De- 

tection. The  Reader,  therefore,  is  apprized,  that,  for  every  Word  printed  in 
Italicks,  the  prefent  Editor  ftands  accountable.

_  '  ried  by  their  Parents,  or  by '  other,  with  Force 
againfl  our  Peace,  thus  it  is  provided,  That  whatfoe- 
ver  Layman  be  convict  thereof,  that  he  hath  f  fo 
withholden  any  Child,  led  away,  or  married,  he  fhall 
yield  to  the  Lofer  the  Value  of  the  Marriage ;  and 
for  the  Offence  his  Body  fhall  be  taken  and  imprifon- 
ed  until  he  hath  recompenfed  the  Lofer,  if  the  Child 
be  married ;  and  further,  until  he  hath  fatisfied  the 
King  for  the  Trefpafs.  And  this  muft  be  done  of  an 
Heirbeing  within  the  Age  of  fourteen  Years.  (2)  And 
touching  an  Heir  being  fourteen  Years  old,  or  above 
unto  his  full  Age,  if  he  marry  without  Licence  of 
his  Lord  to  defraud  him  of  the  Marriage,  and  his 
Lord  ofter  him  reafonable  %  and  convenient  Marriage 
(without  Difparagement)  then  his  Lord  fhall  hold 
his  Land  beyond  the  Term  of  his  Age,  that  is  to  fay, 
of  One  and  twenty  Years,  fo  long  that  he  may  re- 

ceive the  double  Value  of  the  Marriage  after  the 
Eftimation  of  lawful  men,  or  ||  after  as  it  hath  been 
offered  before  without  Fraud  or  Collufion,  and  after 

as  it  may  be  proved  in  the  King's  Court.  (3)  And 
as  touching  Lords,  which  marry  thofe  that  th'ey  have 
in  ward  to  Villains,  or  other,  as  Burgefl'es,  where

they  are  fatisfied  of  the  whole  Service  due  unto  them 
until  a  certain  Term  ;  fo  that  fuch  Feoffees  are  bound 
at  the  faid  Term  to  pay  a  certain  Sum  to  the  Value 
of  the  fame  Lands,  or  far  above ;  fo  that  after  fuch 
Term  the  Land  fhall  return  unto  them,  or  to  their 
Heirs,  becaufe  no  Man  will  be  contentto  hold  it  upon 
the  Price;  it  is  provided  and  agreed,  that  by  fuch 
Fraud  no  chief  Lord  fhall  leefe  his  Ward.  (3)  Ne- 
verthelefs,  it  fhall  not  be  lawful  to  them  to  diffeife 
fuch  Feoffees  without  Judgment,  but  they  fhall  have 
a  Writ  for  to  have  fuch  a  Ward  reftored  unto  them  ; 

and  by  the  WitnefTes  contained  in  the  Deed  of  Feoff- 
ment, with  other  free  and  lawful  Men  of  the  Coun- 

try, and  by  the  Value  of  the  Land,  and  by  the  Quan- 
tity of  the  Sum  payable  after  the  Term,  it  fhall  be 

tryed  whether  fuch  Feoffments  were  made  bona  fide, 
or  by  Collufion,  to  defraud  the  chief  Lords  of  the 
Fee  of  their  Wards.  And  if  the  chief  Lords  in  fuch 

Cafes  recover  their  Wards  by  Judgment,  the  Feof- 
fees fhall  neverthelefs  have  their  .rtition  to  recover 

fuch  Term  or  Fee,  which  they  had  therein,  when 
the  Heirs  come  to  their  lawful  Age. 

'  II.  And  if  any  chief  Lords  do  malicioufly  implead 
fuch  Feoffees,  faining  this  Cafe, -namely,  where  the 
Feoffments  were  made  lawful,  and  in  good  faith,

(7)  And  if  thofe  Feoffees  have  no  Warrant  or  Mean 
which  ought  to  acquit  them,  then  all  the  Feoffees, 
according  to  their  Portion,  lhall  be  Contributaries 
for  doing  the  Suit  for  them.  (3)  And  if  it  chance 
that  the  Lords  of  the  Fee  do  diftrain  their  Tenants

HEREAS  of  late  our  Lord  the  King, 

in  the  Quinzim  of  Saint  "John  Baptift,  the Sixth  Year  of  his  Reign,  calling  together 
the  Prelates,  Earls,  Barons,  and  his  Council  at 
Gloucejler,  and  confidering  that  divers  of  this  Realm 
were  difherited,  by  Reafon  that  in  many  Cafes, 
where  Remedy  fhould  have  been  had,  there  was  none 
provided  by  him  nor  his  Predeceflbrs,  ordained  cer- 

tain Statutes  right  neceflary  and  profitable  for  his 
Realm,  whereby  the  People  of  England  and  Ireland, 
being  Subjects  unto  his  Power,  have  obtained  more 
fpeedy  Juftice  in  their  Oppreinons,  than  they  had 
before ;  and  certain  Cafes,  wherein  the  Law  failed, 
did  remain  undetermined,  and  fome  remained  to  be 
enacted,  that  were  for  the  Reformation  of  the  Op- 
preflions  of  the  People  :  Our  Lord  the  King  in  his 
Parliament,  after  the  Feaft  of  Eajier,  holden  the 
Thirteenth  Year  of  his  Reign  at  Wejirninjler,  caufed 
many  Oppreffions  of  the  People,  and  Defaults  of  the

:  Orafmuch  as  Lords  of  Fees  diftraining  their  Te- 
__*  nants  for  Services  and  Cuftoms  due  unto  them, 
are  many  times  grieved,  becaufe  their  Tenants  do 
replevy  the  Diftrefs  by  Writ,  or  without  Writ :  (z) 
And  when  the  Lords,  at  the  Complaint  of  their 
Tenants,  do  come  by  Attachment  into  the  County, 
or  unto  another  Court,  having  Power  to  hold  Pleas 
of  Withernam,  and  do  avow  the  taking  good  and 
lawful,  by  reafon  that  the  Tenants  difavow  to  hold 
ought,  nor  do  claim  to  hold  any  thing  of  him  which 
took  the  diftrefs  and  avowed  it,  he  that  diftrained 
is  amerced,  and  the  Tenants  go  quit ;  (3)  to  whom 
Punifhment  cannot  be  affigned  for  fuch  difavowing 
by  Record  of  the  County,  or  of  other  Courts  having 

no  Record." 
'  II.  It  is  provided  and  ordained  from  henceforth, 
That  where  fuch  Lords  cannot  obtain  Juftice  in 
Counties  and  fuch  manner  of  Courts  againft  their 
Tenants,  as  foon  as  they  fhall  be  attached  at  the 
Suit  of  their  Tenants,  a  Writ  fhall  be  granted  to 
them  to  remove  the  Plea  before  the  Juftices,  afore 

whom,  and  none  otherwhere,  Juftice  may  be  mi- 
niftred  unto  fuch  Lords ;  and  the  Caufe  fhall  be  put 

in  the  Writ,  *  becaufe  fuch  a  Man  diftrained  in  his 
Fee  for  Services  and  Cuftoms  to  him  due.  (3.)  Nei- 

ther is  this  Aft  prejudicial  to  the  Law  commonly 
ufed,  which  did  not  permit  that  any  Plea  fhould  be 
moved  before  Juftices  at  the  Suit  of  the  Defendant.

Where  the  Wife  fhall  be  endowable  of  Lands  recovered  againft  her  "Hufband,     Where  the  Heir may  avoid  a  Dower  recovered.     A  Remedy  for  particular  Tenants  lofing  by  Default. 

N  cafe  where  the  Hufband,  being  impleaded  for 

Land,  giveth  up  the  Land  demanded  unto  his  Ad- 
verfary  fey  Covin  ;  after  the  Death  of  the  Hufband, 
the  Juftices  fhall  award  the  Wife  her  Dower,  if  it  be 
demanded  by  Writ.  (2)  But  in  cafe  where  the  Huf- 

band lofeth  the  Land  in  demand  by  Default,  if  the 
Wife,  after  the;  Death  of  her  Hufband,  demandeth 
her  Dower,  it  hath  been  proved, ;  that  fome  Juftices 
have  awarded  unto  the  Woman;  her  Dower  notwith- 

ftanding  the  Default' which  her  Hufband  made,  other 
Juftices  being  of  the  contrary  Opinion,  -and  judging 
otherwife.  To  the  intent  that  from1  henceforth  fuch 
Ambiguity  fhall  be  taken  away,  it  is  thus  ordained 
in  certain,  That  in  both  Cafes  the  Woman  demand- 

ing her  Dower  fhall  be  heard.  (3)  And  if  it  be  al- 
ledged  againft  her,  that  her  Hufband  loft  the  Land, 
whereof  the  Dower  is  demanded  by  Judgement, 
whereby  fhe  ought  not  to  have  Dower,  and  then  it 
be  inquired  by  what  Judgement,  and  it  be  found  that 
it  was  by  Default,  whereunto  the  Tenant  muft  an- 
fwer ;  then  it  behoveth  the  Tenant  to  anfwer  further, 
and  to  fhew  that  he  had  Right,  and  hath  in  the  fore- 

said Land,  according  to  the  Form  of  the  Writ  that 
the  Tenant  before  purchafed  againft  the  Hufband. 
(4)  And  if  he  can  fhew  that  the  Hufband  of  fuch  Wife 
had  no  Right  in  the  Lands,  nor  any  other  but  he  that 
holdeth  them,  the  Tenant  fhall  go  quit,  and  the 
Wife  fhall  recover  nothing  of  her  DoWer;  which 
Thing  if  he  cannot  fhew,  the  Wife  fhall  recover  her 
Dower.  (5)  And  fo  in  thefe  Cafes,  and  in  certain 
other  following,  that  is  to  fay,  When  the  Wife  being 
endowed  lofeth  her  Dower  by  Default,  and  Tenants 
in  free  Marriage,  by  the  Law  of  England,  or  for 
Term  of  Life,  or  in  Feetail,  divers  Actions  do  con- 

cur for  fuch  Tenants,  when  they  muft  demand  their 
Land  loft  by  Default :  (6)  And  when  it  is  come  to 
that  Point,  that  the  Tenants  muft  be  compelled  to 
fhew  their  Plight,  they  cannot  make  anfwer  without 
them  to  whom  the  Reverfion  of  Right  belongeth ; 
therefore  it  is  granted  unto  them  tovouch  to  Warranty, 
as  if  they  were  Tenants,  if  they  have  a  Warranty. 
(7)  And  when  the  Warrantor  hath  warranted,  the 
Plea  fhall  pafs  between  him  that  is  feifed  and  the 
Warrantor,  according  to  the  Tenor  of  the  Writ 
that  the  Tenant  purchafed  before,  and  by  which  he 
recovered  by  Default;  (8)  and  fo  from  manyAclions 
at  lur/gth  they  fhall  refort  to  one  Judgement,  which

HE  RE  AS  of  Advowfons  of  Churches  there 

be  but  Three  original  Writs,  that  is  to  fay, 

'  One  Writ  of  Right,  and  Two  of  Paffeflion,  which 
'  be  Darrein  Prefentment,  and  Square  impedit;  (z)  and 
'  hitherto  it  hath  been  ufed  in  the  Realm,  that  when 
'  any  having  no  Right  to  prefent,  had  prefented  to  any 
'  Church,  whofe  Clerk  was   admitted,  he  that  was 
'  very  Patron  could   not  recover  his  Advowfon,  but 
'  only  by  a  Writ  of  Right,  which,  fhculd  be  tried  by 
'  Battail  or  by  great  Affife,  whereby  Heirs  within  Age, 
'  by  Fraud,  or  elfe  by  Negligence  of  their  Wardens, 
'  and  Heirs  both  of  great  and  mean  Eftate,  by  Neg- 
'  ligenceor  Fraud  of  Tenants  by  the  Courtefie,  Wo- 
'  men  Tenants  in  Dower,  or  otherwife,  for  Term  of 
'  Life,  or  for  Years,  or  in  Fee-tail,  were  many  Times

'  Right,  in  which  Cafe  hitherto  they  were  utterly  dif- 
'  inherited  ;"    '  (3)  it  is  provided,  That  fuch  Prefent-

be  adnulled  by  this  Statute,  the  Judgement  (hall  ftand 
in  his  Force,  until  it  be  reverfed  in  the  Court  of  the 
King  as  erroneous,  if  Errour  be  found;  (3)  or  by 
Aflife  of  Darrein  prefentment,  or  by  Enqueft  by  a 
Writ  of  £htare  impedit,  if  it  be  pafied,  or  be  adnulled 
by  Attaint,  or  Certification,  which  fhall  be  fredy.

TO  the  Intent  that  TrefpaiTers  in  Forefts, 
Chafes,  Parks,  and  Warrens,  may  more  wa- 

rily fear  hereafter  to  enter  and  trefpafs  in  the 
fame,  than  they  have  heretofore,  Our  Lord  the 
King,  at  his  Parliament  after  Eajier,  the  xxi  Year 
of  his  Reign,  at  the  Inftance  of  the  Nobles  of  his 
Realm,  hath  granted  and  commanded  to  be  from 
henceforth  firmly  obferved,  That  if  any  Forefter, 
Parker,  or  Warrener  fhall  find  any  Trefpaflers  wan- 
dring  within  his  Liberty,  intending  to  do  Damage 
therein,  and  that  will  not  yield  themfelves  to  the  Fo- 
refters,  Warreners,  or  Parkers,  after  Hue  and  Cry 
made  to  ftand  unto  the  Peace,  but  do  continue  their 

Malice,  and,  difobeying  the  King's  Peace,  do  flee, 
or  defend  themfelves  with  Force  and  Arms  ;  although 
fuch  Forefters,  Parkers,  and  Warreners,  or  any 
other  coming  in  their  Company,  and  aiding  fuch 

Forefters,  Parkers,  and  Warreners  in  the  King's 
Peace,  do  kill  any  Offender  or  Offenders  being  fo

THAT  is  to  fay,  That  from  henceforth  the  great 
Charter  of  the  Liberties  of  England,  granted  to 

all  the  Commonalty  of  the  Realm,  and  the  Charter 
of  the  Foreft,  in  like  Manner  granted,  fhall  be  ob- 
ferved,  kept,  and  maintained  in  every  Point,  in  as 
ample  wife  as  the  King  hath  granted,  renewed,  and 
confirmed  them  by  his  Charter.  (2)  And  that  the 
Charters  be  delivered  to  every  Sheriff  of  England  un- 

der the  King's  Seal,  to  be  read  four  Times  in  the 
Year  before  the  People  in  the  full  County,  that  is  to 

wit,  the  next  County-day  after  the  Feaft  of  Saint 
Michael,  and  the  next  County-day  after  Gbrijlmas, 
and  at  the  next  County  after  Eq/ler,  and  at  the  next 
County  after  the  Feaft  of  Saint  John.  (3)  And  for 
thefe  two  Charters  to  be  firmly  obferved  in  every 
Point  and  Article  (where  before  no  Remedy  was  at 
the  Common  Law)  there  fhall  be  chofen  in  every 
Shire-Court,  by  the  Commonalty  of  the  fame  Shire, 
three  fubftantial  Men,  Knights,  or  other  lawful, 
wife,  and  well-difpofed  Perfons,  which  fhall  be  Juf- 

tices  fworn  and  affigned  by  the  King's  Letters  Pa- 
tents under  the  Great  Seal,  to  hear  and  determine 

(without  any  other  Writ,  but  only  their  Commif- 
lion)  fuch  Plaints  as  fhall  be  made  upon  all  thofe 
that  commit  or  offend  againft  any  Point  contained  in 
the  forefaid  Charters,  in  the  Shires  where  they  be 
affigned,  as  well  within  Franchifes  as  without,  and 

as  well  for  the  King's  Officers  out  of  their  Places,  as 
for  other,  and  to  hear  the  Plaints  from  Day  to  Day 
without  any  Delay,  and  to  determine  them,  without 
allowing  the  Delays  which  be  allowed  by  the  Com- 

mon Law.  (4)  And  the  fame  Knights  fhall  have 
Power  to  punifh  all  fuch  as  fhall  be  attainted  of  any 
Trefpafs  done  contrary  to  any  Point  of  the  forefaid 

Charters  (where  no  Remedy  was  before  by  the  Com- 
mon Law)  as  before  is  faid,  by  Imprisonment,  or  by 

Ranfom,  or  by  Amerciament,  according  to  the  Tref- 
pafs. (;)  Neverthelefs  the  King,  nor  none  of  thofe 

that  made  this  Ordinance,  intend,  that  by  virtue 
hereof  any  of  the  forefaid  Knights  fhall  hold  any  Plea 
by  the  Power  which  fhall  be  given  them  in  fuch  Cafe, 
where  there  hath  been  Remedy  provided  in  Times 
parTed,  after  the  Courfe  of  the  Common  Law  by 
Writ,  nor  alfo  that  any  Prejudice  fhould  be  done  to 
the  Common  Law,  nor  to  the  Charters  aforefaid  in 
any  Point.

"Which  Coroners  fhall 
enquire  of  the  Death  of  a  Man  flain  within  the  Verge. 

Concerning  the  Authority  of  Stewards  and  Mar-  J~^E  leftat  du  fenefchals  e  des  marchals  e  des  plez fhals,  and  of  fuch  Pleas  as  they  may  hold,  and 
in  what  Manner,  it  is  ordained,  That  from  hence- 

forth they  fhall  not  hold  Plea  of  Freehold,  neither  of 
Debt,  nor  of  Covenant,  nor  of  any  Contract  made 

between  the  King's  People,  (z)  but  only  of  Tref- 
pafs  done  within  the  Houfe,  and  of  other  TrepafTes 
done  within  the  Verge,  and  of  Contracts  and  Cove- 

nants that  one  of  the  King's  Houfe  fhall  have  made 
with  another  of  the  fame  Houfe,  and  in  the  fame 
Houfe,  and  none  other  where.  (3)  And  they  fhall 
plead  no  Plea  of  Trefpafs,  other  than  that  which

the  Honour  and  Glory  of  God,  and  the  Advance-

Progenitors,  and  by  the  faid  Noblemen  and  their 
Anceftors,  (2)  and  a  very  great  Portion  of  Lands 
and  Tenements  have  been  given  by  them  to  the  faid 
Monafteries,  Priories,  and  Houfes,  and  the  Religi- 

ous Men  ferving  God  in  them,  to  the  Intent  that 
Clerks  and  Laymen  might  be  admitted  in  fuch  Mo- 

nafteries, Priories,  and  Religious  Houfes,  according 
to  their  fufficient  Ability,  and  that  fick  and  feeble 
Men  might  be  maintained,  Hofpitality,  Almfgiving, 
and  other  charitable  Deeds  might  be  done,  and  that 
in  them  Prayers  might  be  faid  for  the  Souls  of  the 
faid  Founders  and  their  Heirs;  (3)  the  Abbots, 
Priors,  and  Governours  of  the  faid  Houfes,  and 
certain  Aliens  their  Superiours,  as  the  Abbots  and 
Priors  of  Cejiercienfes,  and  Prernon/lratenfes,  and  of 
the  Order  of  St.  Auguftine,  and  St.  BenediSl,  and 
many  more  of  other  Religion  and  Order,  have  at 
their  own  Pleafures  fet  divers  unwonted,  heavy  and 
importable  Tallages,  Payments,  and  Impofitions 
upon  every  of  the  faid  Monafteries  and  Houfes  in 
Subjection  unto  them  in  England,  Ireland,  Scotland, 
and  IVales,  without  the  Privity  of  our  Lord  the  King 
and  his  Nobility,  contrary  to  the  Laws  and  Cuftoms 
of  the  faid  Realm  ;  (4)  and  thereby  the  Number  of 
Religious  Perfons,  and  other  Servants  in  the  faid 
Houfes  and  Religious  Places  being  oppreffed  by  fuch 
Tallages,  Payments,  and  Impofitions,  the  Service 
of  God  is  diminifhed,  Alms  being  not  given  to  the 
Poor,  the  Sick,  and  Feeble,  the  Healths  of  the  Li- 

ving and  the  Souls  of  the  Dead  be  miferably  defraud- 
ed, Hofpitality,  Almfgiving,  and  other  godly  Deeds 

do  ceafe  ;  (5)  and  fo  that  which  in  Times  paft  was 
charitably  given  to  godly  Ufes,  and  to  the  Increafe 
of  the  Service  of  God,  is  now  converted  to  an  evil 
End  ;  by  Permiffion  whereof  there  groweth  great 
Scandal  to  the  People,  and  infinite  LoiTes  and  Dif- 
heritances  are  like  to  enfue  to  the  Founders  of  the 

faid  Houfes  and  their  Heirs,  unlefs  fpeedy  and  fuffi- 
cient  Remedy  be  provided  to  redrefs  fo  many  and 

grievous  Detriments."

V  caufe  Tenants  in  Affife  of  Novel  dijjcijin  might 

"  not  make  Atturnies  heretofore:"  '  (2)  it  is  agreed 
'  that  the  Tenants  in  Affife  of  Novel  dijjeifm  from

was  ftiewed  to  our  faid  Lord  the  King,  by  the  Knights 
of  the  Shires,  Citizens  of  the  Cities,  and  Burgefles 
of  the  Boroughs,  which  come  for  the  Commons  of 
the  faid  Shires,  Cities,  and  Boroughs,  that  in  divers 
Cities,  Boroughs,  and  other  Places  of  his  Realm, 
great  Durefs  and  grievous  Damage  have  been  done  to 
him  and  his  People  by  fome  People  of  Cities,  Bo- 

roughs, Ports  of  the  Sea,  and  other  Places  of  the 
faid  Realm,  which  in  long  Time  part  have  not  fuf- 
fered,  nor  yet  will  fuffer  Merchant  Strangers,  nor 
other,  which  do  carry  and  bring  in  by  Sea  or  Land, 
Wines,  Aver  de  pais,  and  other  Livings  and  Victuals, 
with  divers  other  Things  to  be  fold,  neceflary  and

Places  where  the  Churches  were  founded,  for  the 
Souls  of  the  Founders,  their  Heirs,  and  all  Chri- 
ftians  ;  (z)  and  certain  PofTeflions,  as  well  in  Fees, 
Lands,  Rents,  as  in  Advowfons,  which  do  extend 
to  a  great  Value,  were  affigned  by  the  faid  Founders 
to  the  Prelates  and  other  People  of  the  holy  Church 
of  the  faid  Realm,  to  fuftain  the  fame  Charge,  and 
efpecially  of  the  Poffeffions  which  were  affigned  to 
Archbifhops,  Bifhops,  Abbots,  Priors,  Religious,

;'  Benefices  of 'England^,  which  be  of  the  Advowry  of 
;'  People  of  holy^  Church,  and  give  the  fame  as  well  to 
"  Aliens  as  to  Denizens,  and  taketh  of  all  fuch  Bene- 
"  fices  the  firft  Fruits,  and  many  other  Profits,  and  a 
"  great  Part  of  the  Treafure  of  the  faid  Realm  is  car- 
"  ried  away  and  difpended  out  of  the  Realm,  by  the 
"  Purchafers  of  fuch  Benefices  and  Graces  aforefaid  ; 
"  (6)  and  alfo  by  fuch  privy  Refervations  many  Clerks 
"  advanced  in  this  Realm  by  their  true  Patrons,  which 
"  have  peaceably  holden  their  Advancements  by  long 
'  Time,  be   fuddenly   put  out  :    (7)  Whereupon  the 
"  faid  Commons  have  prayed  our  faid  Lord  the  King, .

Men  and  the  Commonalty  of  the  faid  Realm,  to  the 
Honour  of  God,  and  Profit  of  the  faid  Church  of 
England,  and  of  all  his  Realm,  hath  ordered  and 
itablifhed,  That  the  free  Elections  of  Archbifhops, 

Bifhops,  and  all  other  Dignities  and  Benefices  elec- 
tive in  England,  {hall  hold  from  henceforth  in  the 

Manner  as  they  were  granted  by  the  King's  Progeni- tors, and  the  Anceftors  of  other  Lords,  Founders  of 
the  faid  Dignities  and  other  Benefices.  (4)  And  that 
all  Prelates  and  other  People  of  holy  Church,  which 

have  Advowfons  of  any  Benefices  of  the  King's 
Gift,  or  of  any  of  his  Progenitors,  or  of  other  Lords 
and  Donors,  to  do  Divine  Services,  and  other  Char- 

ges thereof  ordained,  fhall  have  their  Collations  and 
Prefentments  freely  to  the  fame,  in  the  Manner  as 
they  were  enfeoffed  by  their  Donors.  (5)  And  in 
cafe  that  Refervation,  Collation,  or  Provifion  be 
made  by  the  Court  of  Rome,  of  any  Archbifhoprick, 

Bifhoprick,  Dignity,  or  other  Benefice,  in  Difturb- 
ance  of  the  free  Elections,  Collations,  or  Prefenta- 
tions  aforenamed,  that  at  the  fame  Time  of  the

of  their  evil  Behaviour;"  '  he  will  and  hath  ordain- 
ed of  the  Affent  aforefaid,  That  Lands  feifed  into 

his  Hands  becaufe  of  Ward,  fhall  be  fafely  kept 
without  Wafte  or  Deftrudtion ;  (2)  and  that  the 
Efcheator  have  no  Fee  of  Wood,  Fifh,  nor  of  Ve- 
nifon,  nor  other  Thing,  but  fhall  anfwerto  the  King 
of  the  Iffues  and  Profits  yearly  coming  of  the  faid 
Lands,  without  doing  Wafte  or  Deftrudtion ;  (j) 
and  if  he  do  otherwile,  and  thereof  be  attainted,  he 

fhall  be  ranfomed  a"t  the  King's  Will,  and  yield  to 
the  Heir  the  treble  Damages  at  his  own  Suit,  as  well 
within  Age,  as  of  full  Age ;  (4)  and  his  Friends, 
as  long  as  he  is  within  Age,  fhall  have  the  Suit  for 
him,  anfwering  to  the  faid  Heir  of  that  which  fhall 
be  fo  recovered.
